The Niory of ithe Homiside os Related by the
Principal Acter to sa “Intelligencer '

In Friday's INTELLIORNCER appeared &
brief aud In the main corrent scoount of &
terrible tragady ocourring on the morning of
that day, the 4th inst, in the extreme north-
ern part of this county, in Ellzsbeth lown-
ship, near the Labanon sounty line, whereby
a man named Levl Books met instant death
from a heavily loaded shotgun, discharged
through the front door of her house by Mary
Ann Goshert, wife of Wallace Goahert, a
wood chopper In that ssotion. The man was
sl the time suppoeed by the woman who
killsd him to be stitemping forolble entrance
of her houss with fslonlous purpose,

Hhorily after the news of the bloody event
reached Lancaster & representative of the
INTRLLIGRNCER was  dispalched 0 the
sosnie of 1t; and the place was only reschsd
aftar a rough, eold drive of fifieon milea
The homclde ooenrrad In Elizabath town.
ship, two miles north of Hrickerville and
near the upper connty line, Here in & depres-
slon of the *“Furaace nills," which bslong to
the NHouth mouatain rengn, lives Walleoe
Goafiert with his wifo and twosmall children.
Thelr residence s a littie log house which In
owned by Goshert's wother, and It wea at
this house that theshooting ook place.

When the roporiar roached the houss it
was betweoen § and 8 o'cloak in the evening
Thers wore hundrads of persons from the
neighborhomd gethersd st the housa, and ther
exciting atfair was the only tople of conver-
mstion. The dead maen was lying In the ex-
aot apot whaere he fell afler the fatal shot was
firsl.

THR WEAPON OF DEATI.

The gun with which the shooting was dons
18 ma old fesrlonnd winglo barraled waapon,
and It had bean loaded heavily with shot for
Elliing rabbite. The door through which the
shot was fired was of wood with the
exception of s aash ocontaining six panes of
wiass which was in the appse part.  The load
from the gun passed through the heavy strip
ol the bottom of the sssh. The woman says
that she wan standing olnes to the door when
she ahot ; and that osrtainly was the cave, for
the hole made In the wood work by the load
looksd sathough it had bsen bored with an
The sash had aino besn burned by
powder, This door was al ways kept bolted ,
sod it was thus fastensd whea the stranger
asoended 1o It, a0 that It would have bsen tm-
possible for him to have enlered without
breaking the door. There was a heavy fall
of snow in the nelghborhood on Thursday
night and It Lsd not bean cleansd lrom Lhess
stopa before the shooting. From the tracks
seen atterwards it Is believed that Bonke was
standing on or about the sscond step from
the top when he wat whol. The load entered
bis peck just below the left ear, making a
terribis wound, Heversl longnplinters which
were broken from the sash, were imbedded

To
some of those who arrived soom alter the
shooting abe stated that whan Rooks came to
ber door he had & knife, with which he threat-
ened to kill her, Thin ahe alterwards denled,
No kalfe was found on Books or In the yard,

MES GOSHERT'S HUSBAND,

Wallaoce Goshert, her hustand, s a rather
dull-looking man ol about 21 ; he Is from the
naighborhood, and Ia & laborer and wood-
chopper, On Friday he left home early In
the forenoon to go o Hrickerville for the
dootor to attend one of the children who was
unwell ; and returned to his bome soon afier
the troubls oocurred which has resulted in
his wile's arrest on the socusation of homi-
clda, He seomad to lack appreciation of the
position of his wife and talked with s grest
deal of composure, excopt that the increasing
crowd of apectators had » teundency to exoite
some alarm in bis mind,

While the inquest was being hbeld the
olothing of the dead man was examined. ln
one pocket was found a bottle which oon.
tained one drink of whisky, Hs also had
sevaral dollamm in money, and a number of
bills, tobacoo receipls, sto. From the fact that
the whisky bottle was found on Books, It
s likeiy that he had besn drinking consld-
erably before ho was shot.

COMPLAINT AGAINSAT THE WOMAN,

After the Inquest comiplaint was made
against the woman before Nquire Masthews
by Coroner Honsman, and the warrant was
given Into the hands of Constable Jobhn K.
Ellser, of Elisabeth township, 1o serve, As
the woman has such & small ahild, the ofMosr
thought he would not bring her to jail last
night, and seamed Lo think it best to remaln
st her house until the miorning. The
woman's husband, hnwaver, ssemed anxlous
that his wife should be taken Lo jall last night,
o8 he seomed 10 foar she wmight be harmed at
hoinoe.

THE WOMAN IN JATL,

Constabln Ellser ok the wowman to his
own home last night where ahe remalned
until this morning. Accompabied Ty the
woman's L.sband, e officer started at &
o'clock to bring the prisooer to Lancaster.
She was placed In Jall here at 10:20 and was
made as comfortable as possible. Her little
child fe with her, The woman's hushand, In
speaking of the affalr to an INTELLIGENUER
reporter this morning, sald that although he
knew Booka, his wife did not and he did not
think that she had ever sesn him before
The story that they were relstives waa lo.

Ha aald that heand his brother were natives
of Thres Hivers, (uebec, where hla futher
had been registrar for a great many yearn
Both were sducated at the Catholie colleges of
Three Rivers, under the patroosge ol the
bishop of that provinoa. The elder brother
conducted a newspapaer for & time and then
went to Montreal into the oflioe of & lawyer
named KL Pierre, aud was afterwards ad-
mitted to the bar. He relates of one of the
first cames in whioh he wan concerned where
he defended & man indicted for murder
and succesdea In baving him  con-
victed of only wsimple assault Tiring
of the slow msthoda of attalning legal sue-
tean, the youny man and his brother deter-
mined to travel and seek their fortunes alve-
where, malotaiuing themselves by teaching
French. They spent some time in New
Bruoswick provines and then oame to the
United States, sojourning for u time in Port-
land, Malne. Thence they came to New
York and successively to Philadelphis,
Fotvilie snd Laucastor, Their unfortunate
history here has already beea told,

The above story was mildly related and the
young men ssewed to Luve no blame Lo place
upon anyone but themselves, Thelr lack ol
micosss hers made thewr despair and they
sought to drown thelr sorrow in drink.

Robbere Atitack Them AfRer They Rooeive
Their Wages and Maay ave Kilied,
Mzeumerls, Tenn,, March, b —Information
obtained from steambost men shows s bad
state of affalrs down the river betwsen this
city and Arkansas city. In this distriot
hundreds of men, mostly whitss, are sngaged
in levee work for the government snd the
siate of Mississippl. These men are paid off
weekly and avery pay day some of [ L]
to the landioge to await a for
Memphis. These laudiogs are often isolated
and a gang of negro river plrates and thieves
and, aassuiting the laborers, rob them of thelr
mouney, often inflicting latal wounds and it is
eatimated that no leas than 20 murders have
been committed this winter by the outlaws
and at least 8 hundred instances of robbery.
The levees camps are generally several miles
back from the river, and as the only police
officers are the sherit! and his deputivs, who
are ususlly about the country, the unpro-
teoted laborora fall an easy prey. Therobbars
