The meeting st whish this decision
was arrived st was held on Tuesday night in
the rooinn of the Cattlo Lirowers' association.
This action practically removes fromn exist.
enve lorever the long used *\attle trail" for
the transportation ol cattle

Nuch 8 deoision wes only made after it be-
came apparent that no remsdy eould be de-
pended upon. The cause of the trouble [les
principally in the oxaggersted natures of the
information sitecting the wtook market. [t
was thought that the bard winter had mmsde
cattle mcarce In Wyoming, Moutana and
Dukots, and it was not lsarned that Wyoming
wanted no cstile whatover uutll the herds
wore started,

The trall wan established in 1%, and the
cowboys had to Bt thinir way through hos-
e bunde of Lndisns for the first few days.
Lant year 100,000 cattle were driven over the
trall ; this year but 70,000 have besn started,
and (wo-thirds of thess are being turned
back. Tuheodore Ives, ol Fort Worth, de-
clares the mct diswstrous, and the resull of
the fallure to got the cattle v market will
have Lhe ellect of putting §2,000,000 worth of
beel back into Texws, which s alresdy over-

plied with furniture during the year, 1; well

supplied witlh spparstus, 10; without ap-
paratus, worth mentioning, 11; graded
schools, #i; In which the schools are

well clussitied, the books unilorm, the
Bible read, dmwing and vocal musio taught ;
the bigher branchiss wre tanght in two schools;
il teachers secured provisiooal snd 3 pro-
fessional certilicates and one applicant was
rejocted.
