The
aervloe began at 10 a. m. To tbe aweet and
solemnly grand atralna or tbe offertory
" Processional Msroh" by tbe great
master, Richard Wagner, rendered by full
orchestra and organ, tbe visiting clergy,
men, deacons and priests, about one hun-
dred, alowiy filed from the sacristy and
were seated in the front pewa Just outside
of the chancel rail. Behind them on the
left sat tbe sisters, their sombre drapery
giving an air of deepest devotion and
solemnity to tbe assemblage. Then from
the entrance to the sacristy alowiy emerged
the cmolatlng clergymen of prominence
followed by tbe visiting dignitaries.
During tbe playing of a aweet organ
Interlude, tbe venerable form of Officia-
ting .Bishop O'Hara emerged, from tbe
sacristy followed by the bishop-elec- t,

Tbomaa McGovern, between Blehopo
Watteraon and Gilmour. Bishop O'Hara
waa seated before the right et the high
altar, wbila the bishop-ele- ct and hla rs

wore seated in front et the "altar
et tbe Blessed Virgin." The last named
approached to tbe front or Bishop O'Hara,
and while there the papal commission or
"bull" to tbe new bishop, whloh wsa
signed by Cardinal Lodochowskl, of Rome,
waa read by Rev. bocb, amid an almost
death-lik- e allenoe. The new bishop then
took the oath to the pope ana signed tbe
artlolea of belief. The questions were pro
pounded to bird by the officiating bishop
In unison with the officiating assistants and
were severally responded to by Bishop

In a clear and audible yoloe.
At thla juncture, while all were standing,
