iMAY CHOP 11KPOKT.

Wlntor Wheat, lti and Harley Spring Plow--
Ing, Wagrs, Etc.

The report el the department of agricul-
ture lavs : Low temperature and deficient
rainfall", with drying wlnde and some
frost, have reduced the condition of winter
wheat In the central state. It has alto been
cool on the Atlantic coast anil not favorable
to Improvement, and yet the plant baa
nearly hold lis own In that region. On lite
Pacific coast only a medium development
la reported. In the Southern states changes
are slight, several averages being the
same as last month. Pennsylvania shows
a decline of 4 points, New York 10, Ohio 12,
Michigan 12, Indiana 0, Illinois 7, Missouri
2, and Kansas 3. The general average baa
been reduced It points, from 82 to 73. Ist
yesrtbe condition was reduced from 88.1
In April to 85.8 In May. The state averages
of winter wheat In the principal atatee are
as follows: New York, 70; Pennsylvania,
67 s .Virginia, P0; Ohio, 56; Michigan, 63 ;

Indiana, 69: Illinois, 67; Missouri, 80;
Kansas, 91 ; Texas, 00.

Winter rye remslns very nearly as In
April, the average being 02 9 Instead of 03 5.
The condition of winter barley la 88 3,
promising a medium crop.

tiprlng plowing Is not quite so well ed

as uaual. It Is relatively later In
' the more Nortborn states of the Atlantlo

coaat,sllghtly later than usual In the Middle
states, and acarcoly up to a full average In
the South. Its progress Is an average in
the Ohio valley. butlato in the Northwest,
especially In Dakota.

Option planting was delayed by exxst cf
moisture In Febiuary aud low temperature
In March, the soil not bavin g been In con-
dition for early planting. The delay was
greatest In Texas and Louisiana. In Ar-
kansas, Tennessee and North Carolina
from 4 to 0 per cent, less than usual was
planted on the 1st or May. In states on the
coast, from S uth Carolina to Mississippi
planting is nearly up to its average advance-
ment

An investigation or the rate of wages of
agricultural labor shows that no matorlal
change has occurred since the last Inquiry,
in May, 1885 There Is a slight Increase In
New England, In the nortborn tier of states
from Mlohlgau westward and in aome of
the Southern states. There la no apprecia-
ble change In the Central states. The next
monthly report will give rates by states.
