ent. This spparently concerted atlack Is
po unususl snd »o ‘Snitirely unwarranted
that 1 sak room for a brief statement of faote
in reply. !

First. 1 ke all responsibility for the so-
called report sad deslre to add that o man
had any undevsianding with me as to whers,
when or how out sommitiéee should report,
my understanding belog that we would s
us stale the situstion briefly every
montR when called on by the board for our
monthly report.

Bacond. ) never louk hold of any move-
ment with carnesimgss. Or In greater
good faith than the Safd Harbor ralliosd
project.

When the meundgers of the enterprise de-
sired an interview with our committes, |
sent notes of Mavliation not only to the com-
miitee but to 25 or 30 of our members most
likely to be Interested in the project.  'We
had quite s foll meeting. Our rallrosd
committea agraed to ralse the money to pay
for securing the right of way and a com-
mittes oul of our members was sppointed
to soliclt subscriptions therefor. One of
this committes, Dr. Wickersham, could not
sct, and to the neglect of my own buainess,
I tried to take his place and asaisted Mr.
Geo. N. Raynolds, the other member, to
canvass the greater part of the city with
rather indiffarent succeas, 1 must admit.

1 then, belleving It my duty, walked
and rode as nearly as practicable over the
entire rouls, from Dillerville to Fafe Har-
bor ; and agalp, on the suggesiion of
soveral gentiomen famillar with both
routes, over the line from James and Mual
barry wstreets to the Columbia turnplke,
beyond Abbyville.

At the followiog meating of tho Board ol
Trade 1 consldered it my duty to the board
when called on for my reporti to tell Just
what I knew about (ke several rallroad
projects under consideration. ln pursuance
thersof | gave the statement of cost and the
probable gross earnings sad expenses as
farnlaboed us by the managers of the Safe
Harbor onterprise, and added that we
thooght the eallmale about correct, axcepl
in the matler of passenger recelpls, whiol
we thought should bs higher, and gave the
ressonn for this bellel. 1 then stated that
another route had been suggested, leaving
the prosent route near the Columbla turn-
pike beyond Joun . Hager's residenc,
ranning lo James strest near College ave
nue and thence down James to Charloite,
where it could econnect with the Pennayl-
vanla raltrosd by thelr Hne ranning up
Charlotto street ( which neither eritio seems
to know o), theuce down Jameato Mul
berry, whera It could conneot with the
Readlng, using their ralls thence to ihe
Htevons house for passengers. 1 sail this
Iatter routs from tue best Information 1
could get would eave one toone and a-balf
milos in distance and therefore save 10 per
cent. in runniog expenses for all time,
besides scoommodating the northwestérn
part of our eity, Mr. Reyuvolds and I had
al:o agreed that It would be proper to give
she board soms ldea of the feuling of our
people as gathered in our soliciting tour Ip
regard to bullding this road. This I did s
truthfuliy as 1 conld ard certainly showed
no approval of tho genéral ajathy mani-
foated,

All of this was surely In commendalion
of the road,but having no purpose or deslre
to decelve mnyonn, I also deemed It my
duty to state to the board what la a faoct that
the passenger slation of the Pennaylvanla
rallroad ut Safe Harbor 18 on the opposite
#lde of the creek from our rcad, and Lhat
theya lso owned the right of way as well a»
thetrack of the long slding (' milecr more)
running from their main line up to the lron
worka on our side of the creek, and that U
they réluse to_allow us to coonect with or
use their siding, or to move their passenger
siation to our side of the creek it would
csuse ne considerable expense, and Lthis
seems to have been the Lead and front of
my offending.

i Raliroad’’ cautiously eays In regard o
fixing this matter with Lhe Fennsylvania
rallroad company “when the proper tlme
comes to take up maiters of this kind, I
think they can be satisfwotorily arranged
without mueh trouble,”  You reach the
same oconclusion by & much shorter cul:
“There will be no diticully there (Safe
Harbor) about the depot,” and [ presume
thia will compel the Pennsyivania rallroad
to permit us to use their long siding as part
of gur main line.

1 do not have s0o much confidanca that
raliroad companies will do a thing just be
oanse 1 or he wants it done. You, however,
pettle the whole business a few lines further
down In these words : *'The rallroad will
pe bullt ; and will ve bulit to & connectiop
near Dillerville with the Pennaylvania and
Reading." While not én joying the serene
confidence In this oracular statement, 1
think | will rejolce as heartily when it ls
done.
