1 hislory in Amerioa begins ss
1621, The oocaslonal observanoce of auoch &
dsy, fcrmally recommended by the olvil
sotborities, was not unusual In Europe at
an eariler date Io Holland the first
anniversary of the daliveranocs of the city
ol Layden from tbhe slege, Odtober 8, 1575,
was kept aa a religloun festival of Thauks-
giviog and praise. 1n the English churoh
services, the fifth of November is 8o osle-
brated, in commemoration of the discovery

Becrotary Falroblid Issues Imstructions to
Oany Oul the Reosnt Law,

Bacretary Falrchild hea taken ad vantage
of Lhe aot ol Congress just passed to pay in-
formers’ ahares of finss impossd upon per-
sons imporiipg contraoct labor to notify dis-
triot atlorneys, collectors or surveyors of
oustoms that money recelved from fines
snd penslties npder the allen contraot labor
laws must ba pald into the treasury.
Olaimanta for informars’ ahares under the
law will be required to slate under oath
what the information was, when, wheroand
to whom it was given, The proof belng
eatablished the secrelary of the tresaury
will pay to the applicant the share of ithe
monsy he isentl L0,

The seoretary has aleo notified all the ons-
toms officials and otbers, thal herealter
where Ipformation bas been received of

immigrants imported into this country and
sllowed to land contiary tn the provisions
