As to valgerily and
profsalty complained of ssa frequent oo
currence in the tobaco) stripplog rooms,
where boys and girls work, bhe ssserted
that there was as muoh in the gatheriog of
soholars of the publioc schoola

Mr, Witmer relerred to the good secom-
pliabed in his township, several parties
bhaviog besa ableto buy Lhemsal ves homes
with money oblalned in lobacoo farming.

Mr. Hiiler belloved that the morlity In
this county wes as gcod now as 40 years
ag0, whben tobscoo was not raimed,

Mr. Hoover took the position that tobacoo
farming lnculeated habita of industry. He did
not think that the boys and giris engaged
in tobaocoo stripping would attand school If
not engaged io that indusiry. 1o coneclu-
slon he sald that o his judgment the col-
tore of iobsoco was & great benefit, snd It
properly pursued the grealest indusiry In
the county.

Mr. Kendig did not think thal the estay
st wantad to stop the growing of tobasco,
but daesired specially to call the atiention
of the membars to the mora! inlusnces that
mighs be exerted. In his township be did
not think any children were kept out of
scbool to work at toDacoo sirippieg.

Mr. Miller mald tobacco ralsiog was an
immeuss amount of good in this countiy.
Take it away and the county will be dead,
In his judgment \hé maoufacturing of
tobasoo has more bad ivfluence on morsls
than Lhe siripping. lu cigar factories girle
are smployed from 10 years old up. They
remain there for years and when they qalt
that work to gat married they kmow noth-
ing of boasehold daotiea

De. Wiokersham referred ¢o the laws of
the siate which prevented the employment
of ghildren under 14 years ol age, bus the
iaw lsbaing v.olaled dally. There are in
this oty many under that sge smployed in
meaufsotories, bat the manulsoturers
smploy them because tue psnalty s never
saforoed. The law does not provide who
ahall look after the enforce neat of its pro-

The
plan of the boys waa for iwo or thresol
them to enter a store, under a preisnoe of
making s purcbass, One would buy soms
small article and thus engage the sttention
of the salesman, while his companion or
companions would steal something
more valuable They in
this wsy, untll Welizsl snd Bliner
were deteotsd, twoand three times each
wesk, Acoording to the wstories of the
ssqquoalers,” large qusntities of goods were
carried off right under the noses of sales-
men, Thess goods oconalsied of knives,
revolvers, akates, whips, rulos, looks, &a
They were divided among boys who sold
them, traded shem ofl for olher thinge or
disposed of them in some olher manner.
Onone ocossion three of the ganx weni to
the store and oarried off & double-
barreled gun, At anvther time
one of them wwole a half dozen
revalvers In one day, snd sold or
gave them away. At limes boys who had
mioney, but did not bave the nerve to steal,
would give it o thelr mors hardensd oom-
panions, who would go Ia and make &
small purebase and steal sometbing vslo-
able. Upon coming out ihe iwo would
elther divide the property or sell It sand
share the money. MNutonly did the lhleves
work at Diller's store, but another favorite
place waa the cigar store of M. B. Weldler,
on West King atreel. Betwesn August
1st and last of November they stole
clgareites, cigars, smoking snd chewing
tobscyo and pipes In the same manner thas
they operated at Diller’'s. Oa twodifferent
ocosslons they oarried off whole boxes of
plug tobacco which they wmold, one by Lbe
pleces and the other by the box,

Among the boys who have besn arrested
are some of good famill e, who have gotian
themesl vos lnto this trouble through thelr
bad sssocistea, Many of the boys sooused
have been in the kabli of Lraveliog togetber
on the stresls by night snd day. They bore
the reputation of being very bad mnd
wome have frequently been im trouble be
fore. Oa the other baud thers are some
who bave always been regarded as good
sguare boys and ihess oharges have sur-
prised Lheir friends.  The charges against
somo of tbo boys are s yoar and a balf old,
and sinoe that time tho boys have given up
thelr bad companions.  Most of them pro-
tent that they are inpocent, and some, wko
are charged with recolving stolen goodr,
say (hat they had no knowledge that tLe
articles were stolen when Lhey reoelved
them.,
