You will also have the serone ploasore of
knowing that you are doing the correct
thing, for Russia i= all the rage just now,
Novels by Russian anthors sell raphdly
quite regardiess of their quality and novels
ahout Mussin  are being  manufisctured
wholesile by novelists who have avquired
the art of juggling with Siavonic names,
samovars and Nihilists.  The wonderful
Verestchagen puintings have drawn far
larger crowids than the artist could. have
hoped for if he had happened o be
Frenchman, and you his art 1s not of the
Russian school.  Mr. Kennan and other
magnzine writers have labored hard with
pen and enmera o make the woes nnd
glortes of the land familiar to Americans,
who of all vivilized people have the least
vital self interest in the rise or fall of that
stuggering, desporate and powerful nation,
* Even our own Cliokophic society of Lan-
castor, has canght the infection and chosen
Russin ns the subiject for next winter's es-
sayists and debaters,

As it is deereed that Russin shatl be rowd,
thought and talked shont, it would be well
to try to know something about the land
that is the sceno of the novels, and even
the roader of its rare and poor histories, or
Its sombre records of oppression shonld
have some notion of o mjik, priest, or
soldier as they would appear to the read-
er's eve, and some Gir idea of the marvel
of nature and art, the plessures and hard-
ships of life ns they appear to the trav-
oller.

Theophille Gaatier, the famons French
poet, Art-eriti wid writer, wirole @ won-
derfully  vivid hook which is nothing bt
a serfos of pletires of this conntry, and a
more cooling  hook conld hanlly be pre-
soribed.

He was stripped to the waist and boe
evidence of the terrible punishment he had
received.
