One glanve at the splendid condition of
affairs would conviuce suyone of her
knowledge of housckeeping. She was a
kind and loving mother and an estimable
Christinn woman,beloved by all who knew
hor. She was & member of the Peguea
Preshyterian church, The luterment will
dkely be made in Woodward Hill ceme-
tery, although the funeral arrangements
have nut been comploled as yet.

There was nn air of sadness about the
almshouse this morning when an INTELLI-
sENCER  reporter onlled. Thoe Inmates
seemed to foel the death of Mrs. Worst al-
most as keenly as did bher Immediate
family. Sho wasa warm friend to them,
slways looking afler their comfort, and
they will greatly miss her.

A Short Chapter Upon the Convualslon
of the Nasal Orgnn.

He contended thut it way sacrilegious

to bleas a sneezer who had cosrced nature

into the performance of one of her most in-

vigorating funetions, aud that the henison

was no longer In any degree the same

thing. We, however, who know that the de-

thronement of the snuil-box led to no actual

revival of the benedictory fashion may ap-

peal to consoienca Lo throw light upon one

of the most ancient form of innovent super-

stition. Acvording to a Rabhbinieal legond,

sueozing, ax & habit, is only reforable to the
time of Jacob, Before patrinrchal days no

nan more than onee ; for the sutll-

olent rosson thit the shock was invarishly

fatal. At Jacob's intercession thislaw was
abrogated, but only on condition that all

races of men should thenceforth employ fit

words of congratulation for the sueezer's

hnsp_v dellverance, Whatever its origin—

and it may bedoubted if it ever had a

particular or local starting polot—the

ractice has, without doubt, been derived

y the Christian world from the times of
heathenlsm. Polydore Vorgil avors that it
took its rise at the time of the plugue in 558,
when the infected fell down dead sneeziug,

though apparently in good health. The

Romans certainly made oblatious to the

genins of sneezing ; but Catullus treats the

infliction with gayety, as we find from the
lines in Cowloy's translation :

Caplid, tickled with the sound,

Sneeged ulogd, and all around

The Httle Loves, thit walted by,

Bow'd and bless'd the sugury,

It is clear, however, that the Romans
almply followed an estabiished Groen cus-
tom, Centuries before, Aristotle had given

his own account of the omen, and was so
fur refined in his explanations as to tell his
renders why sneozing frotn noon to mid-
night was good, and from night to noon
unlucky. It would be fruitless to inquire
through what channel the practice came to
the Greeks, for tracos of its existence are to
be found not only in the widely contrasted
elvilizations of antiquity, but sven among
the barbarous tribes of every quurter of the
globe, Hefore Greace was a natlon, the
sneczer wis blessed alike in the * Dark
Continent” and beyond the Ganges. The
ineffuble Buddba bimself onee sneezed,
whereupon ull his priests exclaimed, ** May
the welcome one live!” Buddha, how-
ever, ook them severcly to task, and the
right th say * May vou live, sir!” o a
Buddhist priest is still a fraitful sulbject of
popular eontention. Although sneczing is
A puraly lnyvoluntary sct, it Is luuihln in
some measire o guard against its allacks.
In the caso of fully developed cold the saf-
forer must necessarily submit to the intlie-
tion ; but, as to the sueezo casual, it would
appear to have influence only in a lstloss
or weskened condition of the hodily powers
