{ The followingextract from * ﬁungury and Kos-
| suth,” by B.F. Tefit, D. D., wille read with
| peculiar interest at the present moment:

|« Having made all his arrangemants with the
| Rossians, and with a sufficient numbar of hisowa |

minions, Arthur Georgey, a3 Dictaterof the Hun-
garinn nation, on the 13th of August, 1849, ut the
village of Boros Jewo, near Viligos, surrendered
his person, his army, and the liberty end indepe.:-
dence of his country inte the hands of fhoss who
for three hundred years hud been h?g ficcom-
plishing 1's deslraction. -

“The scens of the surrender beggars all de-
seriplion. An eye-witness, in giving some acconnt
of it to the Allgemeine Zeitung, the great Ger-
man paper, exbavsts the exuberant vocsbulary of
ki3 langonage in the fruitless effort:

s After I wonnd my way along,” says the writ-
er, “with a great deal of trouble I reached o smull
straw-roofed building, the only ion in the place.—
As soon as I entered 1 saw the Russinn comman-
der-in-chief, and Gorgey, who for forty-eight hours
had been the dictatorof Hungary. He wasdress-
ed in hissimple but romauntic cestume, which dif-
lered very much from that of his general staff, who
stoed around him. Ina light brown blowsza, with
a golden collar, riding baots, reaching far above the
knees, a round black hat, surmounted with a wav-
ing white feather, he was juking with n beantiful
young girl, inte whosa ear hs was whispering {lat-
tering nse!l. Theg al-staff loated sroond
him their splendor-and magnificence, reealling the
times of Huoyadiond Zrini. Every one was dres- |
sed 1o the most elegant uniform, as for a festival.
The sunburat, youthful, thin fizures, in shert A#il-
las, with heavy gold trinminge, hats with waving
feathers on their heads, mounted upon fiery hors-
es, palloping toand fro, fsrmed a group as warlike
as the fancy of a paioter could describe.

+1n the midst of this, a general commaotion s0on
took place. Gorgey had thrown himself en his
horse. He was Bllowed by his glittering suite.—
It was the list act io the drama of tha Mugyar
wor. Only a soldier’s heart can comprehend the
feelingz with whicli a sold:er s paited from hisarms.
Many seemed torain helplessagony. Others wept
ns they printed a parting kiss on the cold steel.—
A great number shrieked out with glge to be led
aguinst the enemy rather than be subjected to the
disgraca. Isanw howofficers and men threw them-
selves into.ench others' arms, and sobbing, bid each
other a long lurewell. * Others raved agpinst their
officers, and nccosed them of selfishoess. No pen
can describe the woe, the despair which prevailed
umong the hussars. Maoychot their horses ; and
they, who would have lost a .imb without a groan,
sobbed like children. Gorgey rode around, proud
and immovable as o marble statote of Mars; and it

New FPostage Law.

We publish to-day the luw regulating tha trans-
mission of printed matter through the mails, which
hies been enacted by Congress, and is to go inte
operation on ‘the 30th of September inst. The
substantial provisions of the lew are—
Neawspapers, periodicals, unsealed’ circolars, &=,

weighing not over thiree ounces; to pay ooe cent

each, to eny part of the United States, or holf
that rate, where paid quarterly or yearly, in nd-

Yonce.

Newspapers, &e., weighing not over one and a
half ounces, half the above rates, when circulat-
ad within the State of publiention.

Newspapers, pipers and pamphlets of not more
than 16 pages, Bvo., in patknges of not less than
eipht ounces to one address, to be charged balf
cent an ounce, though calculated by separate
picces, the postage may amount to more.

Postage on all transient matter to be prepaid, or
charged double.

Books, bound, or unbound, of not mors than four
pounds each, one cent per vunce, under three
thonsznd miles, and two cents over that distancs.
Fifty per cent, to be added where not prepaid.

Weekly newspapers free in the county of publi-
cation.

Bills for newspapers, and receipts for payments of
moneys therefor, may be enclosed in subseribers'
popers.

Exchnnges befween newspnper publishers freo.

Newspapers, &c., to be so enclosed that the char-
acter can be determined without removing the
wrapper—to have nothing wrillen or printed on
the paper or wrapper beyond the direction, and
to contain no enclosure other than the bills or re-
ceipts before mentioned.—T'rue Dem.

Kossuth, the spotless patriot,
but now a privats citizen—Kossath, the great ora-
tor aod statesman—ZKoszsuth, the friend aod bene-
factor of Lis people, seeing that oll was lost, and
loaded with the grief of the whole nation, fled in
tears toward the southern borders of the kingdom
tu beg a temporary hiding place in a barbarous but
not unfeeling covntry! Hungary was now [ullen.
Haynonu, the buteher, at ooce erected his sexflolds
for the executon of tha friends of Magyar free-
dom. Scores of the noblest of the land were ig-
npmiaiously hung for haviog defended the liberties
of the country.

On o single
day, svon nfter the surrender, thirteen of the ablest
Generals of tho war were mordered in eold bluod,
bacause they had fought to suve their homes from
the assaults asd ubominations of forvign soldiers.

“No soorier was it known that Kossuth and his
companions had thrown themselves upon the com-
passion of (he Turkish government than every ex-
ertion was made by Austria and Russin, to get the
fugilives sent back again, and delivered into the
hands of their victorives enemies. Threats and

The wotld looked on with the deepest interest to
see how he would decida n question which involv-
ed the life of his nob’'e guests.
