- A number of the colonists are strongly suspected
of Being engaged in this horrible traffic. The
larger part of the colonists are emancipated slaves,
from the South, who have witnessed the barbari
ties of the slave system from the earliest periods
of life, and have been ever inured to cruelty.
Such must be expected lo carry with them all the
barbarism of the Blare plantation. To throw such
masses oC ignorance nnd barbarity npon a foreign
011 barbarous shore, is both cruel and wicked.

; And then to deceive the world by giving it the
name of a republic, is worthy of the leaders who
am engaged in the murderous scheme. To shove
out the colored people from the advantages of this
cwmtrywhicbihas to great extent been opened
and improved by their labor, andiplnce-them- , illi-
terate, in a barbarous and unhealthy land, is as un- -.
