In .1818 Robert Cnlvin, an old bachelor,
from "Virginia, came into town, and soon after
married Miss Fisher, of Palmyra He is still
living on the old farm on which he" first settl-

ed on lot 8, where Major Hart now lives--on-e

In the fall of this year Justin Clark Polly
Clark, Sally Clark, and Harriet Canfield went
into the sooth part of the "township to gather
hickory' nuts." Night came on, and they got
lost. It Was dark and rainy, and they emptied
the" nuts on the ground, and pat the bags
around the girls shoulders, for shawls, and
treed" where they spent the night. In the

night some wild animals came' yelling round
the tree, evidently desirous of a closer acquain-

tance, but finally gave it np. - 'They were found,
in tbe morning, by persons ont banting for
them, in a doleful plight wet through and
the bands of the girls much swollen by holding
on to the limbs of the tree.' Polly is now the

On Justin Eddy's land, where Theodore

Clark now lives, was a rattlesnake den; In

the Spring of 1818 Samuel San ford, bow of
Vienna, and Rnssel Clark were "logging" on
this farm, and discovered a rattlesnake which

they killed. " A terrifiic rattling immediately
commenced, when they found themselves in

the midst of a den " of them By removing
some Bat stones they fonnd the whole family,
and killed seventy two one of them, who

to be the patriarch of the' family, and

most venomons, they tormented till they got
his rage to the highest pitch, when they stuck

a green stick at him, from which the bark bad

bean peeled, and be immediately struck bis
fangs into it. The poison was plainly visible,
