the train entered the depot, the happy father
brought the child out when be was greeted
with long, loud, enthusiastic cheers that told' in fitting tones of the interest felt in the mat-
ter. Men cheered, and women cried for joy.
Hats were thrown up, and handkerchiefs were' waved in triumph, and the whole scene was

of it, Capt McNelly took his child to a car
riage and drove rapidlv home (6 gladden the

Harper's Fkrrt, Noon. Soon after storm
ing the armory, four dead bodies of tbe insur-
gents who were shot yesterday were found
within the enclosure. Capt n and bis
son are dangerously wounded. Onlv two of
the insurrectionists are unwounded, viz : Ed
win Coppich, fwhitej from Iowa, and Shields
Green, ('coloredJ also from Iowa. The party
originally consisted of twenty-tw- persons, of
whom fifteen are billed, two mortally wound
ed, two unhurt and three escaped with the
slaves on Monday morniog, soon after the as
sault on the armory. Some firing took place
from the hills on the Maryland shore guppos
ed to be a parting salute from Capt. Ccok,
who left on Monday morning. The fire was
returned with a general volley, but-- both par'
ties were too d'sta it to do aoy damngj.- A
company of volunteers bare gone in pursuit of
the fugitives. There are probably a thousand

The white insurgent wounded and captured
died in a few moments in the arms of our in

..formant He was shot through the breast
arm and stomach.: He declared there were

. only nineteen whites engaged in tbe insurrc
tion.

For an hour a running and random firine
was kept op bv the troops aniost the rioters

. Several weie shot down, while many managt d
to limp away wounded. During the firing tbe
women and chi'drcn ran shrieking in every di-

rection, but when tbey learned that the sold
' iers were their protectors, they took good

courage and did service in the way of prepar
ing refreshments and attending to the wound
ed. Our informant who was on the bill when
the firing was going on, says all the terrible
scenes of a battle passed iu reality before his
eyes. Soldiers could be 6een pursuing singly
and in conples. and the crack of the musket
and rifle was generally fol o ved by one or more
of the insurgents biting tbe dust

The dead lay in tbe streets where they fell
the wounded were cared for. Capt.Brown's

woonds consist of a sword cnt in the forehead
and a bayonet wound in the kidneys. An
other of the rioters killed was named Stewart
Taylor. J. C. Anderson, a ring leader, who
stopped condnctor fhipps yesterday, was
killed daring tbe first attack by the Virgini
an?. . Anderson was a fins looking man with
a flowing while beard. Some of the Mary
land volunteers are in pursuit of Capt Cook's
party. A body of forty mounted ' men left
this afternoon for Harper's Ferry to pursue
tua rioters. It is reported that many or them
nave escaped and are secreted in the mount
ains.

Variong questions of this kind were put to
Capt. Brown, which he answered clearly and
treely, and seemed anxious to vindicate bim

. self. He urged that he had the town at his
mercy that be could have buret and murd
eied the inhabitants, but did not. Me had

: treated the prisoners with courtesy, and com
plained that ho was hunted down like a beast:

; Ue spoke of the killing of his sen, which he
alleged was done while beariog a flag of truce,
and seemed anxious for the safety of his
wonnded son. His conversation bore tbe ira
press of a conviction that whatever he has
doce to free tbe slaves was right, and that in
the warfare in which he was engaged, he was
entitled to be treated with all respect as a
prisoner of war. He seemed convinced that
he was badly treated, and had a right to com
plain, although he thought he was a djing
man. ' On examination, bis wounds have prov

, ed to be not necessarily fatal., . He expressed
a strong desire to live and be tried by his
country. In his pockets were nearly $300 in
gold, and several important papers' found in
liis possession, were taken in charge by Col

. Lee, and on behalf of tbe government. .

Tba newspapers tor some days past, have

been filled with accounts of an " insurrection1'
at Harper's Ferry, Virginia, and John Brown,
late of Summit Coauty, and more recently of
Kansas notoriety, seems to have been at tbe
bead of tbe fracas, whatever it was.
For along time John Brown has not been be

lieved by many immdiately acquainted with
him, to be thoroughly sane on matters pertain
ingtoSlavery; hia troubles in Kansas.the murd

er of his son by tbe Border Ruffians, tbe de

struction of bis property, and hig own person

a! hardships and exposures, it is believed have !

unsettled bis mind ; at least, have served to '

render bim monomonical inasmuch that be :

has considered himself tbe Heaven-designa- ted

agent for the liberation of tbe Southern slaves,

and the overthrow of American Slavery.
Possessed of this idea, and burning and thirst
ing for revenge on slave holders generally, he
set himself apart to this single purpose, and
by night and by nay pursued it with unswerv
ing energy. It most ba confessed there was
" method in his madness," but bow any sane
man conld conceive such a plan, and bow any
sane men conld connect themselves with it, is
past our comprehension. -

The reports of the fracas are doubtless
greatly exagerated. Brown's force, it seems,
consisted of seventeen white men and five
negroes, and with this formable army, a Pro
visional Government for the United State
was to be established, the slaves liberated, and
enr present Government ' revolutionized.

They know tbey are criminals before God
they know, the vengeance of the oppressed
would be but a just retribution, and they live
by day and by night in feverish fear and
there is not a glaveholding plantation iu all the
South that has not felt a thrill of horror at
this Harper's Ferry affair, and a painful feel
ing of insecurity, at this moment pervades the

How unnatural is all this slaveholding busi
ness what antagonisms between the oppres
sor and the oppressed it begets how insecure
is domestic life, for the fury of insurrection
may at any moment produce scenes too honi
ble to contemplate. And yet as men sow, they
shall reap, and the ripe fruit of this slavehold
ing system of abominations, will yet be pluck
ed, in murders, in ravishment, in burnings and
in devastations'. ..This Harper's Ferry affair,
is but the pecursor of things to come. The
vengeance of the Almighty will not sleep for
ever and woe, woe, bitter woe is recorded
against .me crime ot Daman oppression.
Would that men might be wise in time, and
by doing right, and showing mercy, escape the
wrath to come. .
