HARD ON QUACEKS.

The Legislature of last winter for
the purpose of preventing empiricism
and to induce a more thorough knowl-
edge of the science of medicine on
the part of persons who undertake to
administer to the sick, passed a law
which it was believed would produce
the desired result. It took effect on
the 1st inst., and provides that after
that date no person shall be permit-
ted to practice medicine or surgery
who has not attended two regular
courses of instruction and graduated
at some school of medicine ¢ither of
the United States or some foreign
country, and who cannot produce n
certificate of gualifications from some
State or county medical society and
who is net a person of good moral
character. Ten years of confinuons
practice exempt a physician from the
requirements of theact and five years’
continuous practice gives a man pro-
bation of two years in which {o com-
ply with its provisions. The penalty
for this violation is a fine of $50 to
$100 for each offence, imprisomment
and forfeiture of the right to collect
pay for services. All persons inter-
ested had betier make anote of this.

Torture 1x Russta.—M. Emile An-
dreoli, who took partsin the last Po-
lish insurrection, and, on his capture
by the Russians, was sentenced to 12
years’ impriconment in Siberia, has
just published, in the Revoe Moderne
the first part of his prison recollec-
tions. . “ Tt was told,” he remarks,
“that on two or three occasionsan
electric battery had been made use of
by the Russian police to loosen the
tongues of the prisoners who refused
to answer the guestions put to them,
which shows that- (he Russinn Gov-
ernment is one of progress, and knows
how to turn the discoveries of science
to account. After aill, this was not
more cruel than the torture of the
herring. I knew several who under-
went the latter, and they told me that
nothing could compare with the suf-
ferings they endured. They were con-
fined in a well-warmed apariment,
salted herrings with bread and water
for the first few days being their only
food. If they refused to answer the
questions of the examining commis-
sioners, the bread was fivst of all with-
drawn, and then the water, whereup-
on the toriure of extreme thirst com-
menced, depriving the suffer of all
moral strength, and even making him
abandon the resolution which he had
formed to die. Very rarely did any
one remain mute when brought be-
fore the commissioners a second time.
The sittings were usually at night, in
a splendidly lighted apartment, with
refreshments of all kinds temptingly
displayed on the side tables. The
President would usuaily be most gra-
cious. “By and by,’ he would say, ‘we
will, if yon like, ask you to have
something to drink with us.” The
fever and the vertigo caused the pris-
oners to lose their resson, and they
generally yielded. Hunger would not
have brought about the same result as
thirst, which loosened the tongue even
far more readily than drunkenness
does.” ;

SUICIDES.

Perhaps if it were possible to im-
press people with the ides that it is as
great a crime to kill themselvesgas to
take the lives of others: there would
be more hesitation before plunging
into such s gulf of guilt, and comnse-
quently fewer suicides.

It is a com-
mon sayving that pestilence and famine
invariably follow great wars, in which
the destruction of life has been appal-
ling: but as we. have had neither of
these supplimentary visitors in our
own case, it is just possible that the
suicide mania may have succeeded to
their title. Owurexchanges even now
are burdened with them, as with a
black death role. Snicidesby the pis-
tol, by poison, by the rope, by throw-
ing the person in front of moving
railway traing, and by faking a final
plunge into the water; it is astonish-
ing what a variety of expedienis are
resorted to in order to effect a violent
and cruel divorce of the body and the
spirit. R

A Trars Brows Upr.—A 9 o'clock,
on the morning of Sept. 29th ult, a
heavily freighted train on the Atlantic
& Great Western Railway, bound east-
ward. with flour and pork in barrels,
blew up with a tremendous explosiof,
at a point five miles northeast of Ur-
bana. The explosion was heard 40
miles distant. At Columbus the roar
was like thunder. and the tremor like
an earthqnake. The engineer, named
Henry Whipple, was horribly mutila-
ted, but is yet alive. The disaster is
attributed to nitro-glycerine, packed
as freight with the pork barrels. The
road bed, the iron track, the cars in
the forward part of the train, were
utterly demolished. The house of Mr.
Samuel Sayers, a quarter of a mile
distant, was badly wrecked by the
concussion. The windows and doors
were drivenin. Even posts were torn
off the beds, and a marble-topped cen-
ter table was turned upside down.—
The roof was raised a foof, and every
square foot of ground in the field
looks as though a thunderbolt had fall-
en there. The car next in the rear of
the fender contained the explosive
maftter. Not a piece of that car, wood
or iron, remains as large asa man's
Iand. The car next to it was blown
to atoms. The wheels under the ten-
der were blown away, and the huge
iron rails were twisted like bits of
wire and dashed away a thousand
feet.

THE TEETH OF A HORSE,

At five yvears of age a horse has for-
ty teeth—twenty molar or jaw teeth,
twelve incisor front teeth, between
the molars and incisors; but unsually
wanting in the mare.

At birth only the two nippers or
middle incisors appear.

At a year old the incisors are all vis-
ible on the first or milk set. 1

Before three years the permanent
nippers have come through.

At four years old the permanent di-
viders next to the nippers are cut.

At five the mouth is perfect, the sec-
ond set of teeth having been complet-
ed.

At six the hollow under the nipper,
called the mark, has disappeared from
the nippers and diminished in the di-
viders.

At seven the mark has disappeared
from the dividers, and the next teeth,
on corners, are level, though showing
the mark.

At eight the mark has gone from
the corners, and the horse is said to be
aged. Afler this time, indeed, good
authortities say that after five years,
the age of the horse can only be con-
jectured. But the teeth gradually
change their form, incisors becoming
round, oval and triangular. Dealers
sometimes bishop the teeth of old
horses; that is, scoop them out to in-
timate the mark ;but this can be known
by the absence of the white edge of
the enamel which surrounds the real
mark, by the shape of the teeth, and
other marks of age about the animal.—
