THE WAILINC O THE JEWS IN JK--
Bl'SALEM.

The Jews in Jerusalem have pur-

chased the right of the Tnrkish Gov-

ernment to assemble every Friday af-

ternoon, near one side of the Mosque
of Omar, against a supposed poition
of their ancient Temple, and there to
lament and weep over their fallen city
and faded glories.

Men, . women and children, there
assemble, all comin? with Bible in
hand and dressed in their best suit
The men wear a kind of long dressing
gowm made of broadcloth or merinOj
or calico, of various colors, having
the edges trimmed with fur ; and up
on their. heads they wear caps turbaned
also with fur. The hair is cut short
behind the cars, but bangs in long
cnrlsin front The better class of
women are clothed in a white loose
dress and shawl. ."''.

;'As they approach the place of weep
ing they usually lean first, for a' short
time, with their heads against the
wall, bnt soon begin to swing their
bodies back and forth, wringing their
hands, while a priest or patriarch leads
off in readiusr selections from the
Prophets in most wailing tones.

At certain periods all voices join in
the cry, tears, run down their faces,
and they seem to be moved by the
most agonizing sorrow. Old men and
women were there with whitened
lockff4nd feeble step and they bowed
aud went in deepest grief. Little
children, too, were there, their eyes
moistened and voices trembling as
they joined in the heart-touchin- g

lamentations. . :.. i .

No looker-o-n can doubt bnt there is
sincerity in this service. ."' The Jews
feel that Jehovah hears their cries and
prayers, and according to prophecy,
will restore to them, after long sea
sons of bitter waitings, their lost glo
lies ; gathering together all the scat
tered children of Isreal. and hence
iorth permit them to live and die
the Holy City, and be bnried among
the graves of their fathers. -

This practice is said to have been
continued from the twelfth century,
and perhaps from an ' earlier ' period.
Bv the Emperor Adrian 'the Jews
were driven from the city. Dmin
the reign of Constantiue they were al
lowed to approach only near enough

Let this plain and unequivocal ad
mission bp remembered, and let it al
so be remembered that Mr. Boutwell
iu the purchase of the bonds, is acting
nnder the express command of Re-

At the same time, it knew that
by a law of Congress, then and now
iu force, the Secretary of the Treasury
was expressly commanded to do what
the resolution said should not be done
and what the resolution declared, in
effect, would be a violation of the na
tipnal faith, and . the resolution i was,
purposely and carefully, so worded as
to interfere with the command of the
law, ;. ' , ....j!

A NOVEL LIBLE SUIT AN ATTORNEY
' SUES TWEXNE JURYMEN.

From the San Fraccisco Times, May 37,
' A. G. Waterhouse brought suit in
the Twelfth District Court, yesterday,
against William Dwyer et al., for $20- -
000 damages for libel. The plaintiff
seta lortb that Dwyer and the. eleven
other defendants, all jurors, in giving
a verdict against James Garnett as
guilty of felony, coupled . with said
verdict a recommendation that the
Dictrict Attorney procure, an indict
ment against the plaintiff Waterhouse
thereby, as is alledged, charging plain-
tiff with said felony. The proceeding
of the jury in the .above . case, which
was tried in Sacramento, was very un-

usual, and the settlement of this novel
lible suit will be watched with inter-
est, About one year ago ft difficulty
arose, between James Garnett and
and John S. Barrett, about a block of
land lying in the' eastern part of the
city of Sacramento. , Each held con-

flicting titles to certain portions of the
block, A settlement was agreed upon
between them, bat in some way or
other Garnett made a deed of certain
interests which as was alleged, he had
already deeded away.' . Barrett car
ried the matter before the Grand Jury
and Garpett was indiptetl for felony in
spiling the same property a second
time. When the case came up for
trial, Garnett proved that he had acted
throughout in accordance with the ad-

vice pf his attorneys, Babcock and
Waterhquse. Garnett's previous rep-

utation had been good, and that fact
may possibly, to some extent have
affected the case. A verdict of guilty
was returned., accpinpanied by an ex-

pression of regret that it was not in
the power of the jury to return a sim-

ilar verdict against the attorneys.
The jury also recommended the Dis-
trict Attorney to procure an indict-
ment against them. Garnett was sen-teiip- pd

tp the State Jirlson and served
out five or six mouths of a term of
several years.' The case was carried
to the Supreme Court, and Garnett
was set nt liberty by that tribunal.
