" As I approached . the house, a
crowd of men on horseback dashed
up, and I was, commanded, in no gen
tle tone, to 'standi' In another mo-

ment I was in the clutches of those
who claimed me as their 'prisoner!'

" I was- - too much stupefied at first
to ask what it all meant. I did so at
last, and. the explanation came.
