Fellow Citizens:. The policy pur-
sued by . the political orgauization
known as the Republican party tends
to the destruction of the Republic.
You may say that this is a very grave
charge. I concede it and admit that
if I fail to adduee facts or argument
to substantiate it, whatever of reputa-
tion I may have ill this community
will be damaged. : ' -

There hare been various forms of
government in operation. Despot-
isms in which all the powers of the
Government, Legislative, Executive
and Judicial are concentrated in a sin-
gle head ; Monarchies in which these
powers are somewhat distributed but
limited to comparatively, a few per-
sons, and Republics in which all pow-
er is derived from the whole people
who are governed.

Without intending to go tediously
jllla n. -- niieirlarntion tlio peci'iliari-i-
ties oi our government as it was un-
der the old Constitution as onr fath-
ers made it, I have a few words to say
upon the philosophy or theory on
which it was founded. ,

There are two. conflicting elements
in human nature always operating in
society. One seeks to acquire power

the other is fearful and jealous of
it. In governments the' one seeks to
concentrate it in the few the other
to distribute it among the many. The
former is the aristocratic or despotic
element the latter the Democratic or
Republican.

It was the "active . workings of the
despotic element on the part of the
King of Great Britain which led to
the American revolution and the sub-
sequent formation of the Republic.
You all know that he refused to al-

low the people of the colcnies any
portion of the powers of Government

legistive, executive or judicial.; Hd
usurped lliem all, aud even treated
their respectful ,. petitions with con-
tempt,' .This produced that immortal
document, the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, which was put forth by
such illustrious patriots as John Han-
cock, Benjamin Franklin and John
Adams. It was signed, likewise, bv
a member of n f'amilv. I
do not mean John, the Ohio Senator,
who addressed you here on Saturday
last laughter, but one Roger Sher-
man, an old shoemaker of those days
from Connecticut. The Senator is a
descendant of the old patriot who
half-sol- ed boots in ry

times, but I shall not be so rude as to
intimate that he is the "degenerate off
spring of an illustrious sire;". but I
will say that he and the party of which
he is a leader have adopted a policy
in palpable conflict with the doctrines
and teachings of Roger Sherman and
his compatriots who established the
Republic.

Alter the Declaration of Indepen
dence followed the,war of the Revo
lution, and after seven years of bloody
war and fearful suffering, our cause
triumphed. Not long afterwards fol-
lowed the Convention to frame a Con
stitution and establish a Government
on ' the Democratic or Republican
principle, lue world has recognized
that as . a body of the wisest and
purest patriots that ever assembled.
It was presided over by the great and
good Washington. And here agaiu
we find in conncil with him, and Mad-
ison, and Franklin,-an- other patriots
fregh from the battle fields of the Rev-
olution, Shermaunot John, the Sen-
ator, who made- - the late speech, but
Roger, the old Connecticut shoema-
ker I Laughter and applause. Guid-
ed by the experience of the past they
made a Government of the people a
Republic. With profonndest' wisdom
they carefully distributed the powers
and guarded against infriugemcraents
that might result in monarchy or des
potism. , . .;' ; -

By this Constitution they conferred
all the legislative power of the gene-er- al

or-- ' National Government" in a
Congress, specifically and cautiously
limiting and defining the pprs fif
that body. They next provided that,
" the ezecntive power shall be vested
in a President," and then, that " the
judicial power 6hall be vested jn one
toupretue Uonrt, and in such, inferior
courts as the Oongress way from time
to time ordain and establlshr" Hav-
ing delegated to these three

and independent departments of
government all. the powers deemed
necessary for the nation, and provid-
ed the necessary checks to prevent
consolidation, to make still more clear
the papppsg pf the instrument it was
provided, "that, the powers, not dele-
gated to the yiifjleg States, nfts pro-
hibited by jt to the States, aye rer
served (? the States respectively or tp
the people.'' '.'Washington the father
of his country, was the compatriot pf
Sherman, (I mean Rogerj the shoema-
ker) was. the first. President under
this ' Constitution and y served eight
years : as ho retired to private life he
issued a farewell address to the Amer-
ican people. lie feared that n the
future the aristocratic element of so-

ciety would seek to' consolidate these
powers so carefully, distributed. I
reads, paragraph or two from it to
show bow f$r Sherman (I mean John"!
and the Republican paV'ty',' of which
he is a leader, have wandered from
the teachings of Washington: ,

" ft. is important, too, that tlieliabits of Itiiiik-in- e

in a free country should Uisoire in

Without going into a tedious detail
of the various fjjeasures of encroach-
ment adopted by the Republican par-
ty, I will simply refer generally to
facts still fresh in the memory of all
who read. , Congress quarrelled with
President Johnson and enacted laws
usurping the executive functions un-
der the Constitution, and rendering
him powerless to dismiss the thieves
who were robbing the National treag-pr- y.

REDUCING EXPENDITURES.
