A VERDICT IMPORTANT TO BANK El S
AND DEPOSITORS.

Ill 1872, the Third National Bank of
Baltimore was robbed by burglars,
who rented the adjoining building,
opened a commission store, and drill-
ed through into the bank, from which
they stole $80,000, a considerable por-
tion of this being special deposits.
Win. A Bond & Co., customers of the
bank, had some $20,000 worth of val-
uable securities iu the safe, which
were stolen. These were deposited
under special agreement as collateral
security for such sums of money as
the firm might borrow from the bank
from time to time. At the time the
bonds were stolen the firm owed the
bank nothing. When demand was
made for the bonds or their value, the
bank refused to pay, on the ground
that they were kept in the safe at the
risk of the owners, and subject io
their order, inasmuch as they were
not at that time indebted to the bank.
Suit was brought in the Supreme
Court for the value of the securities.
Two questions were argued, namely :

wore these bonds held by the bank as
collateral security, or were they at the
time of the robbery merely a deposit
at the risk of the owners? If no
other obligation rested ou the bank
than to use liberal diligence in guard-
ing the special deposit, did the" man-
ner in which they were kept raise
such a presumption of negligence as
to make the bank liable ? This last
proposition iuvolved the most ex-
haustive inquiry into the mode of con-
structing vaults; the comparative
merits of various burglar proof safes,
the degree of caution that should be
exercised in the employment of uight
watchmen; the compensation that
should be paid to the watchman in or-
der to release him from the necessity
of engaging in other employment
during the day, and many other inci-
dental matters.

The case was tried over a year ago,
and the jury failed to agree. The rec-
ord was then sent to the Circuit Court
of Howard county, and the jury
brought in a verdict for 28,177.83 lor
plaintiffs, the full amount claimed.

All of our mercantile cities are
overrun with youug men who have,
been bred lor the con titer or ihe desk,
and thousands of these youug men
find it anything but an easy matter to
liud bread and situations half of the
time in these crowded marts of uicii
and merchandise. An ad verlisement
iu a ciiy paper for a clerk or salesman,
is sufficient to turn up a huudred
needy and greedy applicants of a im, ru-
ing. Iu JNeW Yolk, where a vast num-
ber of these uuguided young men are
"manufactured" by the regiment, frau already surfeited market, there are
wretches who practice upon these in-
nocent victims of perverted usefulness,
a species of fraud but slightly under-
stood.

By a confederacy with some experi-
enced dry goods dealers, the proprietor
of one il liio.se agnt-its- i for prtfctliriiig
situations for young men, victims of
misplaced conlideuoe are put through
at five or ten dollars each, somewhat
after this fashion :

iShurp, tbe keeper of the agency, ad-
vertises for two good clerk, oue sales-
man, five waiters, ten book-keeuer- s.

sent to Sharp number two, wlm keeps
the dry goods store ; he has got through
the victim of ye.sterday, and isnow
ready for the victim ol y ; Br be
makes it a point to put them through
such a gamut of labors, vexatious,
maneuvers and insolence, that not one
out of fifty come back the next day
autl if they do, he don't want them !

If the unsuspecting yieflm returns
to tbe ' agency,' be is lectured roundly
for his incapacity and want of energy,
aud advised io return to tbe country
and recuperate !

Jeremiah Bump, having graduated
with all the honors of Suillinville
Academy, aud haviug many uumis-lakabl- e

lougiugs to become a xMerchant
Prince, and see sights in a city ; and
having read of the great fortuues piled
up in a few years by poor; frienttless
country boys, like Abbot Lawreuce,
John Jacob Astor,&c, he came straight
to Boston, having read it iu the papers
that clerks, salesmen, book-keeper-

and so on, were wanted dreadfully
''young men from the country prefer-
red," paid his fee; and was sent oif to
an Importing House, on street,
where a good salesman and clerk were
wanted badly.

AUTUMN LEAVES.

Gathering and preserving autumn
leaves is at this season one of the em-
ployments of ladies and young people.
Ou this subject, Harpers Bazar, says:
"If you like your leaves varnished,
copal varnish is the sort to use, but it
must not be applied until the leaves
have been for some days, or even
weeks, under a heavy weight, layed
smoothly between layers of soft paper.
You may dispense with varnish if
you prefer, and may insure to your-
self the almost pertect preservation of
the original colors by using layers of
raw cotton instead of paper when you
put your leaves aside to dry. When
thoroughly dry thef may be applied
to many ornamental uses. A painted
wreath or other combination of foli-
age may be so perfectly imitated that
only the touch can convince the be- -

Jiolder that the picture is not.the work
ot an artist s pencil. Tins is done by
applying mucilage to the back of the
leaves, and disposing them in a grace-
ful and effective maimer upon a sheet
of pure white card-boar- The pic
ture may be inclosed in a frame of
rustic workmanship to be iu keepiug,
but should be covered with glass to be
preserved from injury. Pretty mats,
may be made of card-boar- d decorated
with a border of leaves, and for this
purpose maple leaves are especially
appropriate.

THE ORIGIN OF TYPHOID FEVER.

An English professor claims to have
discovered a new cause for typhoid
fever. A family iu his neighborhood
was attacked with a severe type of
the disease, aud, ou a careful search
ot the premises, a spout in the pump
wag found to be covered with a gela-
tinous matter. Submitting this to
the microscopic investigation, it was
seen to be a fungoid growth, from
which spores were constantly wash-
ed away by the flowing water. Fol-
lowing up this discovery by a min-
ute examination of the outlet of the
sewer through which the drainage of
the town flowed, there were found
fungoid growths of a similar nature lo
those iu the pump-spou- t. In the vi-
cinity of this outlet the fever had also
prevailed. Having cases of fever iu
his own family the professor followed
up his inquiry by a chemical analysis
of the water drank, and found iu it
minute spores of tbe same fungus.
His conclusion is, therefore, that the
fever had its origin in the fungus
matter taken into the system where it
ferments as yeast in beer and poisons
the blood. New York Tribune.
