A MYSTEEIOUS BULLET.

Marl also isabund-
ani, such as is found on the ceast of
South Carolina. It is formed of
small shells, lime. l'he bones of birds
and fishes, and is a” valuable fertilizer.
Frequently it crops out to the surface,
and wherever so found the soil is good.
