CHANDLER'S BROADSIDE.

THEHISTORYOFTHEGREAT
FRAUD BY ONE WHO
KNOWS.

Concorp, N. H. December 26, 1877.
To the Republicans of New Hampshire:

it is my privilege and duty as your
representative on the Republican Na-
tional Commiltee to state to you the
rearons for my hostility to the so-call-
ed Southern policy of the Adminis-
traticn of President Hayes. :

I. The Presidential campaign of
1876 was carried on with no announc-
ed change of the principles of the Re-
publican party concerning the South-
ern Sta'es lately in rebellion.

The Cincinnati Convention had de-
clared the Republican party to be “ga-
crediy pledged” to the complete pro-
tection of all citizens of the South “in
the fre -gnjoyment of all their rights.”
“We drclare it to be the solemn obli-
gation vl the legislative aud execufive
departments of the Government to put
in immediste exercise all their consti-
tutional powers * * * for secur-
ing to every Americart citizen com-
plete liberty and ‘exact equality in the
exercise of all civil, political,and pub-
lic rig its. To this end we imperative-
ly demand a Congress and Chief Exe-
cutive whose courace and FIDELITY
to theie duties shall not falter until
these results are placed beyond dis-
pule or recall.”

Mr. George William Curtis, in the
Convention, had commended his fay-
orite candidate as one who, “armed
with the power of the Government of
the United Btates as District Attorney
of Kentucky, hunted und hunted aud
honted the Ku Kiox until the Ku-
Klux disappeared. The life of every
man atl the South is sale in the hands
of this man from Kentucky, who has
known, as you of the South have bil-
terly learned, * * * the morial
periis of the struggle.” :
Governor Hayes, in hir letter of ac.
ceplance, indorsed the resolutions;and
spécially declared himself in favor of
‘the comnplete protection of all citizens
in'the free enjoyment of all their cont
stitutional rights” *“What the South
needs most is peace, and peace de-
pends upon the supremacy of the law. |
I'here can be no enduring peace if the
constitutional rights of any portion o!
the people are habituallv disregarded.’
The candidate for Vice-President,
Hon. William A. Wieeler, snnounced
it to be the mission of the party to se- |
cure ‘to every American citizeu com:
plete liberly and exact equality in the
exercise of all civil, politice]l and pub-
lic rights. This will be accomplished
only when the American citizen,with-
out regard to ceolor, shall wear thiz
panoply of citizenship as freely and se-
curely in the cane-brakes of Louisiana
a3 on the bauks of the St. Lawrence.)
The Pre<idential campaign was car-
ried on. su 1ar as methods and uiter-
ances were coucerned, iu no respects
differently from the camipaigns ot 1868
and 1872. The duly of the KFederal
Goverameut to interfere by all possi-
ble constitutional and legal means for
the prolection of life and a free ballot |
at the South was the principal issue
of i1he contest. TLe *bloody shirt,” us
it'ls termed, was frecly waived, and
Governor Hayes himaelf urged prom
inent public men to put forward, as
our best argumeunt, Lthe dangers ol
‘rebel rule and a solid South.’

On the Sth of November, when he
thought himself defeated, he utter
these words: *I do not care for mysell
* * ¥ butl do care for the poor
colored men of the South. * * »
Northern men can not live there, and
willleave. * * * The Southern
people will practically treat the Con-
stitutional Amendments as nullities,
and then the colored man’s 1ate will
be worse than when he was in slavery.
= * =* Thatis the only reason I re-
gret that the news Is as it is.’

On this main issue, the neceseity ol
keeping Federal power in Itepublican
hsnde snd using it for the protection
ot black and white Southern IRepubli-
cuns, was the Presidential cawpsign,
by Governor Hayes’ advice and pro
cuorement, carried on and won.

1I. On the morniog ot the 7¢h ot
November it was apparent that Hayes
and Wheeler were elected by one nsa-
jority, if South Carolina, Fiorida and
Louisiana had given them their votes.
But immediately the Tilden forces—
bungry Northernand desperateSouth-
ern Democrats—deternined to pre-
vent the counting of the voles of those
Btates for the Republican candidates;
and threats, attempts to bribe, and al:
mapner of foul juflueuces were ar-
rayed to seduce or intimidate the lo-
cilliepublican cfficials who were to de-
clare the result.

To counteract the:e machinations,
Governor Hayes sent a large array ot
distingnished | ersons to the contested
States, ircm Ohio notably, the follow-

ing:

glaurs. John Sherman, afterward
made Secretary of the Treasury ; Stan-
ley Matthews, private couusel for
Governor llayes, aflerward made
United States Senator by his in-
fluence; Edward F. Noyes, after
ward made Minister.to France ; John
Little, Governor Hayes’ Attorney-
Genersl ; Samuel Shellsbarger, Gov-
ernor Hayes’ private counsel; James
A. Gartield. member of Electoral
Commission and Administration can-
didate tor Speaker; and many others
went Lhere from other sectious.
In South Carolina and Florida, ow-
ing to the manifest facls and to the
noble fearlessness of (Governor Daniel
H. Chamberlain and Governor Mar-

Canvassing Doards, the correct resultl
of the election—the choice of the
Hayes Electors—was declared,without
extraordinary assurances from the
Northern visitors.

In Louisiana, however, there had
been thrown into the ballot buxesover
7000 more votes for the Tilden than
tor the llayes Elcclors, and to make
Hayes P’resident it became necessary

A . interview of Govermor
Hayep, ber 3d, with My, W. R.
Roberts, of the New Orleaus Times,
baving occasioned alarm as to the fu-
ture course of the prospective Presi-
{dent toward Southern Republicans
and the Louisiana and the South Car-
olina vovernments, Governor Hayes,
through his Private Secretary, Caplain
C. A. Lee, siuce made Consul-Geueral
to Fraukfort, and General James M.
Comly, of ihe QOuio State Jouraal,
since made Minisier 1o the Sandwich
Islands, denied the regorted interview
and all sympathy with the sontiments
therein expressed.

Eucouraged aad forced forward by
these assurances, the Returning Board
boldly performed its duly, gave voice
to the mnrdered IRepublicans of the
bull-dozed parishes ot Louisiana, and
made Hayes President, and Packard
Goyernor of Louisiaua, by titles im-
dissolubly connected in law, In morals
aud in every rule of honor which pre-
vails among eivilized men.

The same tender regard for the Loun-
isiana Republicaus, and for the result
which they had schieved, coutinued
during the ensuing struggle in
Congress. The Reiurning Board were
arresied and confined at Washington
by the Coufederate House of Kepre-
seutatiyes. Sick and in prison, they
were visited by Sevalor Sherman aud
his associates, and nrged to stand firm
until relief could come: from the ad-
vent 1o power of the President,whom
they bad made. Before the Electoral
Commission, to maintain and vindi-
cate their work, Governor Hayes per-
sonally continued the employmens ol
Mesars.

With substantial unanimity the Re-
publican# ot tho country seconded the
determination of the Represeutatives
in Congress to declare aud achieve the
election and inauguration of I"resldent
Hayes; and the Kepublican party was
uever more courageous, harmonious
or united thau ou the day ot hia ac-
eassion. 3

111, Coming to the Presidency un-
der these remarkable circumstunces,
what should have been President
Hayes' course?

1. Upquestionably he should have
asserted, in every possible way, the
moral aud legal validity of his own
title, and of every step taken by his
procurement or desire in the long se-
rics of evenis which established it

2. He should have maintained faith-
tful and scrupulous alleginuce to the
principles of the Republican party, by
proclaiming which the victory had
been won, and to the men of that party
whose unprecedeuted etforts and cour-
age had elevated him to a station of
the highest honor aud power as its
representative.

3. Above all, he should have avoid-
ed any yielding or concession Lo the
Democratic party, from which the
Presidency had been so snddenly un-
expectedly aud exasperatingly wrested.
It is inconceivable that any wise or
houorable man should be willing to
tuke the Vresidency and then suffer or
eifect auy taint vpon his own litle.

and on theone side Messrs. Matthews,
Charles Foster, John Sherman, James
A Gartield, and on the other L Q. C.
Lamar, John B. Gordon, E. J. Eilis,
Itandall @ibsir, 'E, Burke and John
Young Brown, had agreed, first, that
the count should not be broken up in
the House, but that liayes should be
declared and inaugurated President;
and second, that Gpon Hayes' accession
the troops should be withdrawo from
prolecting GovernorsChamberiainand
Packard,and that the new Administra-
tion should recoguize the Goyernment
ot Wade Hampton in Bouth Carolina
and F. H, Nicuols in Louisiana.

By certain geveral and indefinite
letters, since given to the public, by a
secret writing now in the hands of K.
A, Burke, and in other ways,the ea-
ment was authenticated ;and President
Grant was imimnedistely requested by
Governor Hayes' coussel on no ac-
count to recognizs Packard or Cham-
berlain, but to leave the uliimate de-
cision as to their fate to the lucoming
President.

Alterthe Iuauguration the bargain
was speedily fultilied. Assoonastbe
Electoral vote of thelr Stutes was safe,
Goyernor's Packard and Chamberlain
had been notitied by Messrs. Matthews
and Evarts to get out. Governor
Chamberisin was now summoned (o
Waghington, aud intormed that he
must surrender. He protested agaipat
bis taking off. The President hesitated
but ‘Wede Hampton demanded the
performance of the bargamn. Mr. Mat-
thews was sent fuor, came from Ohio,
and within twenty-four hours the
Uunited States flag was ordered down
in Charleston, and Governor Cham:
berlain stamped out.

As 1o Louisiana, the fulfillment pro-
ceeded more slowly, but none the less
surely. ni'wklrd had made, March 21,
a constitutional call for Federal sid,
which it was dificuilt to held from oue
as surely Goyernor as Hayes was

As a subterfuge, an uvconstitutional
commission, consisting of
Messre.

At the word the
President gave the order, Packard was
crushed, sud the Commission returned
triumphant to Wasbingion, lo “be
recognized,” onc of them,Geueral Iar-
lan,by au appointment as Judge of the
SupremeCourt ; another,Mr.Lawrence,
by the feléase Ul Jake Rehm, thegroat
whisky conspirater and defrauder of
tho revenue, of Chicago ;General Haw-
ley was offcred the appointment of
Chiet Commissioner 1o the Paris Ex-
hibition; but declined because the sal-
arv would be only $5,000; and three
offices were tendered to Mr, McVeagh
aud declined on the gronnd that his
signal seryices demanded more ample
recoguition ; the Eoglish mission was
next assigned him, but circumstances
have wade ite delivery inexpedient or
impossible. 3

One other hope remained to Goy-
ernor Packard. He bad a lawful Court
of justice, and might appeal to that,
But there were two vacancies, and it
reguired all turee of the Judgee—Lud-
elivg, Leonard snd Johu E. King—to
make a quorum. Juodge King was
immediately appointed Collector of
New Orleans, Packard's Court was
struck down, and the Nicholls mob-
government reigned supreme. Tue
bargain was inevery way fulfilled,and
Mr. Burke had no occagion, as he had
inreatened, to make public the secret
agreement. Hasyes had been made
President by the fidelily and courage
of Packard and Chamberlaiu and their
devoted followers, and the Adminis-
tration had trampled them down.
