A POLITICIAN’S SPEECH.

General Buatler at Newburyport—
His Views on Greembacks, Coms=
mumnism; Ceaching Clubs, and
Other Timely Topics.

[Newburyport Correspondence New York Sui.]

The demonstration of the Green-
backers here to-day was attended by
fully two thousand persons, who were
enthusiastic. General B. . Butler de
livered the principal address. He
sald: “ More than one hundred years
ago our fathers found it necessary to
unite to protest sgainst wrong and op-
pression, to disinthrall themselves
from the measures of one King and
his Ministers. Their children meet
on the same anniversary to see wheth-
er they may not disinthraill themselves
from the oppressions of & thousand
kings and their ministers—the money
kings—the most poweriul monarche
in the world to-day. Their hands are
heavier upon us than those of King
George were upon our forefathers.
Why is it that in a land whefe, in the
East, the store-houses are bursting
with the produocis of manufacturing
industry,and in the West the granaries
are overflowing with the necessaries
of life, there being perfect communi-
cation between those sections, there
are men hongry in the East for the
food that is in the West, and men
naked in the West for want of the
clothes and shoes of the East? The
ovil that canses this can not be reach-
ed by sporadic riots sand violence. The
starving men who made the riots last
summer effected no alleviation of the
public misery. BStrikes are below the
diguity of American workingmen.
They belong to anolher country and
to other imstitutions than onrs. Our
remedy Is the ballot. *‘Commaunist’is
the word of reproach applied to work-
ingmen who see wrong in existing af-
fairs, and believe in remedying them
as ‘Abolitionist’ was the word of re-
proach horled at the men who struock
fregdom in the earlier days of this
generation. The same men who call-
ed the reformers of other days Abol-
itioniats are calling the reformers of
to-day Communists. Commuonism in
Europe is the desperate protest of the
downtrodden and oppressed, and finds
its vent in violent demonstrations and
vain endeavors. Here such a course
i unnatoral. Our people have in their
own hands the power to mold their
condition. All they need is unity and
organization, and they will coatrol.
The legislation of our land has for
many years been exclusively in the
interest of the rich and the few. Be-
cause those few were rich,consequent-
ly powerfal and united in purpose,
they send their representatives to
make the laws by the aid of their votes
of the belrayed people. Seven years
ago I introduced a bill to have the
money of the country in the hands of
the Government, and not In the hands
of corporations, and I. was beaten by
ecight votes, if I remember aright, in
the House. But in the majority that
beat me there were more than sixty-
five Bank Directors and Presidents,
each of them voting in his own inte-
rest, all sent there by workingmen’s
votes. You workingmen do not send
men (o represent you.”

Mr. Batler then reviewed at length
the circumstances under which, in the
ur of national necessity, the green-
back came into being, and the means
by which capitalists, when it was al
its lowest vaiue, were enabled to con-
vert it into interesi-bearing and non-
taxable bouds, together with other
special legislation for the benefit of
the capitalists since Lthat time, the for-
mation of National Banks, &c., all
tending to wundue inflation of the
wealth of the rich, and the shifting of
all the burdens of taxation upon the
poor. He protested against being
ealled a repudiator, saying that al-
though the bargain with the capitalists
was sn infamous one, we were fools
enough to send men to Congress who
would make {t, and we should pay the
penalty by making good their agree-
ment.

From thia he proceeded to consider
the peculiar course of legislation in
Massachusetts affecting her savings
banks. Then he added: “ J hold that
every man who has an honest employ-
meiit, in which he gives the best
thoughts of his mind, or the best Ia-
bor of his hands to earn sapporl for

his children - 1d himself, is a laboring
m>n, 8 workingman. . The man whe,
by the exeztions of his fither, or some
other relative, has Inherited wealth,
and who does no work beyond clipp=
ing coupons from bonds to be paid by
taxes levied on working men, I call &
eapitalist. Do yon say there are no
such men? ‘There are plenty of them,
Let me give you =an illustration of
them: There ie in New Yorka Club
called the Tally-ho Club. It iscom-
posed of, I can hardly guesa hcw
many members, becapse they never
invited me to any of their entertain-
ments, but I think they have ten, fonr
and six horse teams, coaches, aad
they drive them on. the highroad be-
tween two palatial hotels, with a fine-
looking man set up behind the coach
with a tin horn, or, in thiscase, I be-
lieve it is a brass bugle. for what?
And who are they? They are all
youung men of great wealth, of great
literary culture, all graduates of eol=
leges—all men who haye no other
employment on earth but to epend the
income of their inherited wealth. And -
all they can find to do is to play coach=
man day by day for the funm of the
thing. They toil not, neither dé they
spin; they are men of a clnss that is
growing in this country; and they are,
in my judgment a class that onght to
be squeiched. [Applause.] They sre
men that have nothing to do on earth,
and do it every day. Eyery man in
this country should have rome regular,
steady employment, for the good of
his feilow-men, and the more money
a man has the greater is his responsi-
bility for the proper employment ef
that money in some Industrial or eth-
er enterprise for the good of his race ;
and for the men who do not do that
the workingmen ounght to voia to
bring about a Iaw to make them do if.
If I had my wav, if I had the power
in the city of New York, as 1 omnce
had for a short time, I would set that
class of men to doing exactly what
they have shown they are fit for—
driving Broadway omnibuses from
gix o'clock in the inorning to nine
o'clock at night, so that they should
bhaye enough of playing cosch-man.

The Geuneral also reviewed at length
the history of the Continental monyy
of this country, tracing the caunses of
its decline in value. He repudiated
the term of inflationist, and said of the
oppouents of the Greenback party®
“They are willing to sell all the bonds
and subsidize all the railroads, and do
every thing else that can bedone with
money obtained on intcrest-bearing
bounds of the United States. My prop-
osition is that we shonld issue $4C),-
(.),0() in non-interest-bearing bonds
of the United States to settle the on-
employed laboring men of the United
States upon the public lands of the
United States.” [Great applause.]

No more notes of the United States
could be issued, hg went on (o say,
than the people chose to take, and if
they bear no interest those which ars
issued involye the country in np debt.
defining a Greenbacker, he said: “If
you find a man in the community that
goes for the good of all the nation as
against a few, that man is a Green-
backer; if von find a man thal wants
just legislation and goes for the inte-
rest of the workingmen and of Isbor,
that man is & Greenbacker. It isa
term which covers every thing just
and true, and the word Abolition once
covered every man in favor of human
freedom. If you find a man that wants
special privileges, that wants to liye
on the earnings of others, that waats
others to pay his {axes, that man is
not 8 Greenbacker. He is on the op-
posite side. A man is a Greenbacker
who believes that the intelligence of
the many is s better foundsation for
the government of a great country
than the intellect of a few; who be-
lieves that thiz government is for the
many and not for the few ; and it is
the fault of every one of you if yom
leaye it for the benefit of the faw say
longer. And il you do so, you and
your children, and your children’s
children, and mine will find them=
selves slaves to the few, in the worst
of Governmeants, an sristocracy.”
