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A Serpent's Squeeze-Fightin-g

for Life tn a Cage.

In the summer of 1880 I got a nasty
Bqueoze from a big python in tlie Jardin
Zoologique of Antwerp, which laid me
up for sever?! days. I had observed
this snake, a female about fourteen feet
long, in one of the dens, and from tho
white efflorescence about her Hps, knew
that she was suffering from caries of the
jaw with ulceration of the mucous
membrane, so fatal to snakes iu con-
finement; and having pointed this out
to M. Vekemann, the resident director,
I obtained his permission to make trial
of an ointment which I believed I had
found efficacious in the early stage of
the disease among my own snakes.

I came on the following morning,
armed with my ointment; lint the lady
had betaken herself into a crevice of the
rocks, xv here one could scarcely catch
sight of her. much less get at her.
There were other pythons in the ca;e,
some of them nearly twenty feet long,
some not more than fiveor six; but though
they projected their heads and commenc-
ed to hiss, they did not attempt to at-
tack; and the keeper, an intelligent
man who spoke French, said they would
not come at us if we did not touch
them. A little one jumped harmlessly
at my leg as I stepped over him. For
three days the pythoness remained in
her rocky, or rather plastery, retreat;
but on the fourth I caught sight of her
at the very top of the cage, and at once
climbed up and brought her down. The
poor thing's mouth xvas in a worse state
than I had. anticipated, She came down
quietly enough, and though nervous,
xvas not spiteful, and allowed me to
handle her.

I turned round to make a sign to him
to be ready and to give me the oint-
ment, when, judge of my dismay I
caught sight of his stolid face, with a
sort of dull, impartial interest on it, look-
ing at me through the glass in front
and the door closed on the outside!

I xvas about to make an impatient
gesture, xvhen in the same instant the
serpent tightened or. me so suddenly
and violently that I momentarily lost
consciousness.

There are many interesting phases of

life at Nexvport (xvrites a correspond-
ent) upon which one may hope to find
time to touch, but the diversified "hap-
pening things" of this xveek rightly
claim present attention. Monday dawn-
ing clear and bright after a hot Sunday,
shoxved the New York yacht squadron

aforesaid yachts, Chief Justice Waite
and Mr. Justice Blatchford, of the su-
premo court, ex-Go- v. Morgan, and a
number of others.

THE ARKANSAW TRAVELLER.

T1IK OBIOINAL AMIJS1NO 8TOBT.

The original Arkaosaw Traveller xv.ia
not precisely tlie same character that
Frank Chanfrau presents on the stagii.
In fact, his name was not "Kit," but
"Sandy," and he never had a wife
killed and a child stolen from him dur-
ing his terrestrial existence. The w

Traveller's name xvas Colonel
Saudy Faulkner, and he xvas born in
(ieorgetovvn, Ky., in 180o. A corres-
pondent says he came to Arkansas in
IH'J'J, and settled in Chicot County, on
tlio Mississippi River, as a cotton plant-
er. In Colonel Faulkner, with his
ftttllfr, the late Nicholas Faulkner, a
Virginian by birth, took up his resi-
dence in Little Rock, where he died
August 4, 1874, at the age of seventy-on- e

years.
It xvas well-kno- throughout the

Northwest that Colonel Faulkner was
the original personator of the Arkansaw
Traveller it xvas his pride to be known
as such. The story, it is said, xvas
founded on a little incident which oc-

curred iu the campaign of 1840, when
lie made the tour of the State in com-
pany with the Hon. A. H. Sevier. Gov-
ernor Fulton, Chester Ashley, and Gov-

ernor Yell. Cne day in the Boston
Mountain the party Approached a squat--I

ter's for information of the route, and
Colonel Sandy was made spokesman of
the company, and it was upon his witty
responses the tune ami story wore
founded.

On returning to Little Rock, a grand
banquet was given in the famous "bar-
room" which used to stand near the
Anthonv House, and Colonel Sandy
was called upon to play the tune and
tell the story. Afterward it grew into
popnlaritr. When he subsequently went
to New Cfrleans, the fame of the Arkan-
saw "Traveller had gone ahead of him,
and at a banquet, amid clinking glasses
and brilliant toasts, he xvas handed a
violin by tho.then Governor of Louisi-
ana, and requested to favor them with
his favorite Arkansas tune. At the old
St. Charles Hotel a special room xvas
devoted to his use, bearing in gilt let-
ters over the door, "Arkansaw Trave-
ller"

The following is the
account of the dialogue between

Faulkner, the "Traveller," and the
squatter:
