part attacked to the engine. Knowing
that the freight was followed by a pas-
senger train, and unable to signal the
engineer, the conductor set the brakes
anu starred oacs to nag tne passenger
tram, r or some cause tne passenger
train was not stopped until it struck
the cut-of- f, which sent it thundering
into the cars attached to the engine,
When five cars were wrecked and the s.
passenger engine badly damaged. In
one of the freight cars, under some in; -
chinery, was found the mangled re-
mains of some unknown person who
was stealing a ride. The coroner was
notified and brought the remains to the
city this morning. An inquest was
held when tlie above facts were learned
No blame is attached to anyone. The
accident occurred on a siding, so the
running of trains was not interfered
with.

Cincinnati, October 8th. A. W.
Ross, member of tho firm of Ross &
Lysle, coal dealers of this city, was
found murdered after midnight, last
night, between the railroad and his
residence at Gleadale, O. His head
was beaten to a jelly, his watch and
part of th chain and his pocket-boo- k

were taken. He was Treasurer of the
Coal Exchange, and attended their
annual meeting last night. It is not
known what funds he may have re-
ceived in that oapacity, but otherwise
he would not have had much money
on his person. He was a member of
the Board of Commissioners of the
Industrial Exposition, which closed
last night, and left the city by a train
which leaves shortly before midnight.
There is no clue yet to the murderer.
The corporation of Glendale have of-

fered $5,000 reward for the arrest of the
murderer.

There is no clue up to 10 o'clock to
night to the murderers of Arthur W.
Ross. The excitement at Glendale and
vicinity is intense. The villages of
Hartwell and Wyoming 'a;-- offer
$200 reward, making $.5,400 offered for
the apprehension and conviction of
the murderers. The robbers did not
take the diamond studs or gold Expo-
sition badge worn by the deceased.
Arthur W. Ross was thirty-fiv- e years
old, and leaves a wife and two chil-
dren. The excitement in Cincinnati
is great. Citizens here will probably
increase the offer of reward.

Xbo Outlaw Vivos Himself Up to

the Officers.
Kansas City, Oct. 6. The Times'

Jefferson City special has a letter from
Frank James and addressed to Gov-

ernor Crittenden, dated St. Louis, Oct.
1, aud the latter's reply. The letter
from James is a proffer to surrender.
It is a lengthy document. He says
that he is prompted to this act through
considerations for his wife and chil-

dren, and a desire to retrieve his name
from the shadow which has been cast
upon it, and through it, upon the good
name of Western Missouri. He makes
the plea that he is not so bad as he has
been painted ; that the outlaw has the
thoughts and impulses of a man, and
it is his desire to return to the home of
his parents, and there, with his family,
to pass his days iu peace, and thus gain
the respect of bis fellow-me- n. He
thiuks it unnecessary at present to re-

count the history of his life. Those
who are his friends are already ac-

quainted with it. The public at pres-

ent is not disposed to judge him char-
itably. He thinks that his sufferings
have already done pennauce for his
acts. He denies the authorship of auy
of the letters threatening assassination
in retaliation for the murder of Jesse,
which have been attributed to him.

He submits the question whether
Frank James, humbled, repentant aud
reformed before the world, will not be
an example more fraught, with good to
the rising generation than Frank
James, the outlaw and murderer. He
says this letter is the result of a deter-
mination formed during the past four
years of an industrious farm life that
he has spent. He asks for amnesty, if
possible, aud states an answer will
roach him through his wife, who is at
Independence, Mo.

On receipt of his letter, Governor
Crittenden replied that he could make
no definite promises, but would rec
ommend that James present himself
before the courts, where charges now
rest against him, and answer them as
best becomes a man in accordance
therewith. James appeared before the
Governor, last evening, accompanied
by Major J. N. Edwards, of Sedalia,
as counsel, aud formally surrendered
himself. He will arrive at Kansas

Wants to Shoot Arthnr.
New Yokk,October 7. A boy about

eighteen years old called at police head
quarters this morning and asked for a
permit to carry a pistol. He was asked
what he wanted to carry a pistol for,
and replied : " To shoot President Ar-
thur." He was taken to the Jefferson
Market Court, when he seemed much
excited. In answer to questions from
the court he said his name was Wm.
Martin, that he lived at No. 117 East
Eighty-fourt- h street, that President
Arthur used to live In the same house
with his father eighteen years ago,
when he was a roundsman. He said
he had just come from the penitentia-
ry, where he served a term for larceny ,

and that when he did not steal he
blacked boots. He was committed for
examination as to his mental condi
tlon.

All the defendants were almshouse
employes, and testimony was offered
to show that Major

President Arthur's Health.
WASHINGTON, October 7. President

Arthur has been frequently asserted to
be (physically the strongest, heartiest
man who has occupied the Presidential
chair for a good many years. These
assertions have been based more upon
the president's personal appearance
than upon anything else, and in this
respect might have been applied
President Garfield, also. Despite his
excellent appearance, however, the
President is by no n eans so stalwart
(physically, of course,) as he looks.
His absence at this time is prompted
by the absolute commands of his phy-
sicians. Just after the adjournment
of Congress Surgeon General Wales,
of the Navy, made an examination of
the physical condition of the Presi-
dent, and found him suffering from
incipient Bright's disease of the kid-
neys. A by a promi-
nent specialist in kidney diseases, of
New York, confirmed Surgeon Wales'
view, and the President was placed
upon a course of treatment that is at
present being carried out. The course
prescribed precludes high living and
night work. Nothing serious is antic-Ipate- d,

but the President will, in the
future, make his labors lighter.

mysterious Wheat Crop.
Mr. Wm. Thorp, a well known resi-

dent of Union township, Licking Co.,
living a mile or so east of Kirkersville,
seeded a piece of bottom ground to
wheat In the Fall of 1879, and In the
Spring following seeded it to clover.
In 1880 he harvested a heavy crop of
wheat, and then pastured It with cat-
tle and hogs until late in the Fall. In
1881 he cut a heavy crop of clover from
it, then pastured it again until late
with cattle and hogs, and last Spring
it came up thick witli what he and his
neiKhlora thought was timothy, he
having previously sowed It with timo-
thy seed. As harvest made its appear-
ance, it bearded out and was seen to
be wheat. He oat three and a half
acres and threshed it, the yield being
48 bushels of clean wheat. The wheat
sown Was of two varieties. Indiana
Club and Gipsey, and each variety

Leader's historical data. Now, there
is not a man who had anything to do
with politics in 1840 but knows that
the Whigs went into the Presidential

As evidence of the truth of our
proposition which so riled the equa

The Twelfth Annual Report of the
Massachusetts Bureau of Statistics of
Labor is issued. In the mills of Maine
men are paid S7.50 a week, women but
$5.50, children $2.25 to $5.40 ; this iu
the woolen mills, which pay the larg
est wages. One paper mill pays men
$10.50 and women $5.50, for seventy-tw- o

hours' work a week. In New
Hampshire the wages are much lower,
the operatives working sixty-si- x hours.
In Khode island they are a little high
er. In Connecticut thej' worn ninety
hours a week, fifteen hoars a day for
six days. The wages are : men $0,
women $4.80, children $4.50 to $5.10.
l'he highest spinners' wages are $6.
In Massachusetts sixty-thre- e hours are
exacted, spinners get $l.U8 per day,
the highest class of labor iu the mills
not exceeding $10 to 512 Tor men. in
the cotton mills two-thir- to five- -

sixths of the laborers are women and
child reu. The Canadian French are
lescribed as the Chinese of the East
ern States ; they work for low wages ;

when they accumulate a little money
thoy go back to where they came from.
The real obstacle to a general ten hours
system is said to be the inertia of the
men, the great number of wouseu and
children employed, and the presence
of the Canadian French.

That don't look much as though the
present high tariff' tended in the least
degree to enhance the wages of labor-
ers in that department of industry.

Agai a :

The greatest obstacle to a revision of
our tariff system is the demand Of the
iron manufacturers for protection to
their interests. The census of 1880
gives an idea of their profits and how
little of it their laborers get. In 1880
there were 805 companies producing

tons of ore and employing 31,-30- S

persons, to whom they paid as
wages $9,538,117, or a fraction over one
dollar a day, on an average, counting
300 working days in a year.

The census for 1880 shows that there
was produced in that year $296,557,685
worth of iron and steel for which
work 190.975 laborers were required.
Their entire wages amounted to 5,

or an average of about $1.30
per day to each n n. The average
per day for each class of workmen was
$1.25. This is the " high wages"
working men get through " protec-
tion." And of that $1.26 per day they
tret, 43 per cent, is demanded of them
by the other protected interests. The
farmer gets no protection and yet the
common farm laborer gets better wages
than the men employed by these pro
tected industries. Now what did the
iron manufacturers realize as a profit
in 1880. One hundred and fourteen
million dollars, or more than double
the amount paid to the laborers in
wages during the year. For every
dollar the laborer earned the manu-
facturer got two dollars profit. It is no
wonder he wants the high tariff con-
tinued, for it pays him enormous
profit. But why should the laboring
man want it continued ?

In liis great tariff speech at Fremont
Hon. Frank H. Hurd shows the effect
of low and high tariffs in the great ag-

ricultural industry of the country. He
said :

In a speech made by the President
of the recent Republican convention
in this district, it was said that free
trade would reduce the price of the
farmer's products. In addition to the
answers to this absurd statementwhich
I have already suggested, I desire to
call attention to the price of the farm-
er's products in what may be called
the low tariff era of American liberty.
A low tariff" was enacted in 1846, and
the raten were still further reduced in
1857, so that from that time until the
breaking out of the war we had a tariff
for revenue only, with a close approach
to free trade. According to the theory
of the protectionists the farmers prices
should have been low iu that period
aud high when the present tariff was
enacted. I have made a comparison
of the prices of the principal agricul-
tural products for the four years pre-
ceding 1859, under a low tariff, with
the price of the same products for the
four years preceding 1879, under a high
tarin, and with this result : The av-
erage price of wool before 1859 was
thirty-fiv- e cents per pound, and before
1879, thirty-fou- r cents. This, too, my
friends, after an average duty of 41
per cent had been placed in 1861 on
foreign wools. The average price of
wheat before 1859 was $1.55 per bushel,
and before 1879 $1.25; of corn before
1859, 81 cents per bushel, and 1879, 50
cents ; of oats before 1859, 47 cents per
bushel, aud before 1879, 37 cents ; of
butter before 1859, 20J cents per pound,
and before 1879, 18 cents ; of lard be-
fore 1859, 11 cents per pound, and be-
fore 1879, o cents. In every instance
the farmer received better prices when
the tariff' was low than when it was
high. I forbear to make auy com-
ments on these facts. I only ask the
protectionist to explain why the farm-
er's price has grown smaller under the
policy of a protective tariff.

We would commend these important
facts to the careful attention of the a.
s. of the Leader were it not for the tact
that it would be casting pearls. What
boots it that tho doctrines of the Dem-
ocracy in regard to the tariff" are ap-

proved by all the great writers on polit-
ical science ; are taught in every col-

lege of standing in the laud, and are
the demonstrated truths of political

might have been procured at such a
vast saving.

General Butler Accepts. To
Boston, Oct. 7. In his letter to the

Democratic committee General Butler
expresses himself iu favor of civil ser-
vice reform, declares against the taxa-
tion of the necessaries of life, and says
the highest duties should be laid upon
business. The letter to the Greenback in
committee says : " I can congratulate
you that hereafter you may well lay
aside the word ' Greenback" as a desig-
nation of your party, unless you keep

as a remembrance of the fact that
you took it upon you when conferred
by your enemies as a title of reproach.
In behalf of the 'greenback' or legal
tender note your labors are done, and
the mission or your party is as com-
pletely fulfilled as is the mission of the
Republican party, which was the abo-
lition of slavery. The ' greenback' is
now the money of the United States,
and is the equal of gold and silver."

The committee then referred to the
expression of views iu the Democratic
letter, and the rest of the communica-
tion was given to a statement of his de
votion to the interests of the laboring
people.

Three Wagoa Loads et' Tbree-Ce- at

Pieces.
The United States mint in Philadel-

phia recently received over two tons
of 3 cent silver pieces, which, by act of
Congress have been abolished from
the national coinage. This is, however
only about one-fift- of the quautity of
these small coins which are to be
brought here from the various

iu the country, there having
already been redeemed more than ten
tons. These pieces now in the
mint would nil three large wagons.
They are to be recoined into
pieces, and the nickel pieces are
to take the place of the old silver

coins. The Treasury Department
is redeeming the small coins as fast as
possible, and in a few years they wlli
entirely disappear.and only the nickles
will be in circulation. The coins have
lost a very considerable per cent, of
their intrinsic value by usage, in some
cases amounting to as much as 25 par
cent. In fact, they are rapidly wearing
out. This is one reason why they were
abolished and the harder and more
convenient nickels substituted. Pitts-
burg Post.

A Clean sweep.
The election in Georgia on the 4th

inst. resulted in an overwhelming
Democratic victory, electing Hon. A.
H. Stevens Governor, and the entire
Democratic ticket by an immense ma-

jority. In the Fourth Congressional
District there is the largest majority
ever given by the party. In Muscagee
county the Democratic ticket reoeives
over 90 per cent, of the votes cast. The
State Senator aud members of the
Lower House were elected without
opposition. The Republicans elect no
Congressmen.

Stevens by about 60,000 majority, yet
his Republican competitor talks of
contesting the election, not that he
expects to win, but to show intimida
tion and corruption. A. E. Burk,
Chairman of the Republican State
Central Committee, denies that he will
have anything to do with the foolish
ness.

The Seal Jim Kludsoe.
John Stout becomes the real of John

Hay's fanciful character, "Jim Blud
soe." That graphic description of a
hero at the wheel could not have been
more justly applied had it been written
to follow the destruction of the Robert
E. Lee. The noble conduct of Stout
at that terrible moment is worthy to
live iu poetry of a higher order, but it
is doubtful whether any inspiration
could perpetuate the incident more
truly than Mr. Hay has done.

The Lee was heavily laden with
cotton, the most inilamable of all ma-
terial, usually carried in quantity upon
the water. The firo was communica
ted from the cook house, and in five
minutes it had spread to all parts of
the boat, aud the whole lower deck
was a sheet of flame. John Stout must
have realized the danger of his place
and when with firm hand he turned
the wheel aud held it shoreward, he
performed an act of heroism that no
poetic fancy can overestimate. His
chances for escape were less than those
ofany oilier persou.auu life was doubt
less as sweet to him as it was to any
other; but with unshrinking courage
he remained at his post and said to
himself like Jim Bludsoe:

" I'll hold her nozzle agin the kank
. Till the last galoot's aahoro,"

He did it nobly and well, and when
the Lee was fairly aground, and a pi
lot's hand could be of no further ser
vice in saving the fives of those in his
charge, he had the good fortune to find
his way down a hog chain and into
the water, whence he reached the land

Frankfort claims John Stout with
more than common pride. He was
born and reared in this city until the
war, when he became a soldier in the
Second Kentucky, commanded by the
gallant Hanson. He was quite young
when he entered the army, being now
not more than forty-on- e or two years
of age. He is a brother of Mrs. John
W. Cannon, widow of the late Capt
Cannon, who built the Lee. Frank
fort (Ky.) Yeoman.

Deviltry and Dishonesty.
Tusoon, Arizona, October 7. The

Star publishes a report of the grand
jury, charging that the Cibicu prison-
ers, now in jail here, are innocent of
any crime, and the guilty Indians were
long ago permitted to escape, through
the connivance of Indian A at Tiffa-
ny. That officer, it appears from the
evidence given the grand jury, not on-
ly arrauged to have the guilty Indians
get away, but purposely arrested the
innocent Indians, and had them in
confinement for montl i, to cover the
flight of the miirdeiers. That it was
no mistake, but a conspiracy on the
part of the Agent, is shown by the
evidence of the Indians today, to whom
Tiffany revealed his plan, and told them
this was the only way to save the oth-
ers from being hung or shot. The In-
dians also testified to a regular system
of barter of Indian goods by Tiffany
with merchants of Globe, Maxey, aud
other points. The investigation re-
veals the condition of a grand specu-
lation aud dishonesty that exceeds auy
thing of the kind ever known on the
frontier.

A FKW days ago, James Staiuters, a
light man in the employ of the Brush
Electric Light Company at New York,
receiveu a suock irom a line ne was
adjusting, and was almost instantly
killed. He was at the top of a pole
making a new connection. He did
not fall, his foot being caught in the
wire. He was taken down, and died
soon after being carried to the station
house. The skin of both hands was
hanging in strips, as if seared with a
hot iron.
