The Chilisns linve at preent zeveral
thousand men advaneing from different
direetions into the Araucaninn territory,
Up th now they have met with slight op-
position, although past events have lod
the government to anticipate that stab-
bhorn upposition would be encounterad.

The writer states that he has walked
among thoe ruins, now thickly studded
with well grown onks, and among them
has traced sireets which were fully one
mile in length, and which had bean divid-
ed into blocks of 100 yards squaro, as wus
customary in most of the eities founded
by the Spaninrds. The city had been
surrounded by s wall, which is vot in a
fair state of preservation from three to
six feet from the ground—ez suflicient
defense in former days arainst any or-
dinary Indixn sttack. Til

iles were found
which bhave hardenod to the consistency
of stone, amd which are in hetter con-
dition than when they were the mute
witnesses of tho destruction of this in-
land city s0 muny years ago. ;

In the vicinily there is o very exton-
sive lake, in which an island is situnated
which is reported to be swarming with
the d-.:sc--.m[:mta of the domestic animals
belonging to the Spaniards who were
here sacrificell by the victorious Arancan-
inns. The description given is brief in
the extreme, but it will soon be supple-
mented by fuller and yet more interest-
ing reporis of this and other eities which
were destroyed at the same time.

All the districts mow being explored
—and notably that s&urrnumﬁng Villar-
iean—abound in mines. which returned
large sums during the Spanish oceupan-
cy. These mines will again be worked
under differont auspleds, and will lend
their assistance in promoting tho rapid
settlement and development of Arau-
cania, so long occupiced by the seattered
bands claiming dominion over it, but
which now promises to become one of
tho richest provinees of Chill. —Panama
Star and Herald.

A Preminm for Babies.

The proposed French law  provides
that every head of a family who has
more than four children shall be entitled
ts a reduction of 15 per cent. § s an-
nnal taxes, and o an additional redue-
tion of 3 per cent. for each child in gx-
cess of tive.  In case the homd of the
family pays no taxes, or If his taxes do
not excead 100 franes o year, then ho
shall ba ontitled to &8 premium of 200
franes for his fifth child and to another
reminm, o each ease larger by 100

rancs than the preceding, for each ad-
ditionnal child he may bhave. The pro-
ject of Mr. Pieyre—for that is the name
of the author of the bill—may socm cm-
dirical, not to say comical, bat the fact
is, that the popaulation of Frunce is at a
standstill, is not actually diminishing.
The pernicions example of limiting chil-
dren is sel by the upper classes of so-
ciety. Among the wealthy and middie
classes Iy faomilies are looked upon
as misfortunes—not so muech on seconnt
of the fmmedinte expense attending
upon the birth, support snd  education
n} children as on aceount of the neces-
sity for making the provisions for their
futnure that the h‘u_‘i:lll custom of this na-
tion enforee. If the ehildren are girls,
the parents must sct asido :lmm::.’.l‘\' i
suflicicnt sum to provide them with »
dot or dowry, without which thoy can-
not hope to find hosbands for their
danghters; if the children aro boys, the
capital to start thom in business must be
provided. This means years of saving
and soonomy, even among the woalthy
classoy of soeiety, und parents find it
a muach simpler matter Lo economize in
tho number of thoir childven.  Two or
at most three chilidren, are admiasible,
and there are very few families in  easy
civenmstances that exceed that numbey.
Sevdeeply has this fecling bocome root-
ed in the social life of the mation that
arents whe have large families are
ltmke.l upon a= being culpably and in-
decently improvident. As by far the

great majority of marriages among |

those in moderatoor easy cirenmstances
are formed upon purely tinancial condi-
tions, and are arrangad by the parents,
the affections have but little to do with
them; and hence this violation of the
laws of nature I3 not difficult as you
might suppose.

Busginess and Banking,

There nre nenrly oue hundred banks |
in New York, eyervone of which holds
rome proportion of what i3 known in
discount eircles a8 “swamn aper.’”
The recent faflures in the Il:!atﬁc-t and
other trades have consequently exclted
no little disenasion among bank oflicials,
and the question is eagerly cunvassed,
What i3 tho soft place in' the present
system which enables a firm to earty on |
its transactions upon borrowed c'uri’ul
until nearly all itz gssels have disap-
peared?

Under the system which prevailed be-
fore the war, the bills in the market rep-
resented bonn-fide mereantile transac- |
tions. If a merchant hought so many |
hides, he gave a bill for the amount.
When he sold, he drew on his customer,
and in each ease the document bore on
the fuee of it the consideration for which |
it was drawn. In thosé duys credit was |
much longer than itis now. Three and |
six months were common usances,gand
even ten months was net unkuown. Al-
though there was noabsolute hypotheen-
tion of the goods to meci the bill; yet
the buyer had, or supposed bhe had, the
security of o legitimate trade transac-
tion atthe back of it, and thatthe roods,
when sold, would discliarge the linbility.
Ihe war, and the disorganizatipn of
currency eaused by it, abolished all this.
Credits wore shortened.  Currency was
plentitul and depreciated in value,
Evory existing debtor mude haste to
disclinrgo his Labilities In & medium so

ol from its face walue that the

t rs received only 1 percentage of
his debt in discharre for the whola
T'his changed the entire system of mer-
cantile transactions. Nutional took the
place of individunl eredit. The system
f long usances disappeared. and trade
transactions were redneed practically
o n eash basis. The great majority of
tha business of this eity is now trans-
acted at from thirty to sixty dayscradit,
and bills are rarely drawn ‘except when
the customer requires further indul-
ence. The amount of mereantile pa-
per nfloat representing specifiec merean-
tile transactions is probably not a tanth
part of the turnover. A new aystem has
xonsequently taken the place of the old.
Fhe merchant, inr-m:u[ of selling his
:ustomer’'s paper, furnishes a broker
with his owu notes, and these are sold
G the banker generally upon the repute
aml eredit of the firm alone, or with the
apport of an indorser.  Under this sys-
.em, the paper ont bears no ﬂl‘l_.'('{"t.'«:‘il')'
proportion 1o the business done. In-
leed, it scems a8 if some of the firms
who have recontly failed have added s
paper factory to thefr leathor business,
I'he notes issued; which in a souud con-
rorn should go to purchase fresh stoek,
aave simply representod an increasing
leficieney, and the traders have gone
n u;n‘-.i the bulk of the assets have van-
ishud. :

Several remedies are proposed. Tt
nas baen suggestad that by some sort of
freemasonry between the banks it might
he posgible to tell how much paper each
firm has afloat. . But this suggostion is
seaveely feasible.  Much of the paper is
old to private buyerd in country towiis,
vho could not be approached. The
vemedy really rests with the banks tham-
wlves, Instead of following each other
like o flock of sheep nnd buying pn
necausn the house {s in prom v
they should insist on the merchay

nishing his hroker with a certified
palance- sheet to be shown to persons
puying the paper. Such asystom would
enable bankers o gleam some idea of
the risk they rua, and firms who con-
sider the sugrestion derogatory to their
dignity might hetter keep ont of the
market.  Thera is nnother objection to
the existing system in that it offers ereas
apportunities for frand, such paper be-
ng easilv fubricated by n dishonest
partner fer his own purposes.— New
York Tribune.

But I am not possessed
of that obstinate stubbornness charac-
teristic of one who is sbout to have sen-
tence of doath passed npon him, or,
mors generally speaking, a hardened
eriminal. Being truly sensible of thae
singular and serious position in which I
am placed, I cannot help but shudder,
and [ must say that these are the sad-
dest moments of my life.

1. Perhaps as many as half of the
letters received by editors, explain that
the articles sccompanying them wers
written “in graat haste,”” as though the
statement were calculated to recom-
mend the articles for publication. In-
stead, it would ba wise to try and con-
ceal the unhappy fact, thongh, whether
told of it or not, the experienced edilor
can usually tell at a glance just how
much pains and eare have been bostow-
ed on the manuseripts submitted to him.
2. Letters from strangers dilating
largely upon family troubles, and
hearsing causes why money is necded
for matter sent, form. perhaps, the most
trying class received by editors. Thae
aceeplability of articlus in & well regu-
Iated publication oftfice esnnot depend
upon the pecuniary needs of their writ-
era.  Almost invariably the article ac-
companying such & letter is weak and
worthless. 8. Letters asking that ar-
ticles accompanying them should beim-
mediately returned, or that a lengthy
reply should be sent “‘at once,” and vet
inclosing no stamp to prepay postage,
Tho bills for
the necessary stamps to accede to such
unreasonahble requests wonld mount uip
formidably in the office of any journa
t. Lettors from strangers, asking if
certain articles would be aceeptable,
are usunlly, even ff inclozing s stamp,
the squrce of nnnecessary tronhle. Any
sne who remds a certain journal must
kvow, if he have common sense, just
about what kind of articles are wanted
for it. and the value of whatever hamay
write usually depends more upon bis
treatment of a subject than on the sub-
ject ltsalf. It is best to send along whai-
ever has been thonght of, with stamps
for its return, if not avaiisble. Thero
are numberless other kinds of trouble-
some letters received by editors, but
those named include, perhaps, the most
important.~—(Food Cheer.
