"Did the board seem inclined to

take revolutionary measures to accom
nlish this result?"

"Onlv a minority of them. The
Warden is appointed for four years.
and removable for cause, euiy, and
this must be other than political, un
der the law. The old board were of
the unanimous opinion that no reason
able cause could be assigned for his
removal, he beinc a thoroughly hoc
est. industrious and competent man.'

" What caused the rumpus, then?'
"The extraordinary pressure bro't to

bear upon the state administration by
the hungriest crowd of heelers it has
been my lot to see, The city was full
of them. The Niel House had the
aooearance of a state convention, and
the main object of attack seemed to be
the penitentiary. I'm sure I do not
overstate it when I say that five nun
dred office seekers were in Columbus
on the 5th inst."

" The board as constituted at your
last meeting was Republican in ma
jority, wasn't it? If so, why didn
thev remove the Warden ?"

" 1. Because they could find no rea
sonable Er rounds upon which to base
his removal.

"2. Because it takes the whole
board of five members, all being pres
ent, to make a legal quorum for the
dismissal or appointment of the War-
den. I found during the day that cer
tain trumped up charges were likely
to be made against the Warden, mere
ly as an excuse to remove mm. ho
took advantage of a telegram calling
me home, and my departure thus
broke the quorum; so there is that
much foundation for the ' French
leave ' alluded to,

" The board has been accused of ex
travagance in the management of the
penitentiary. How is that?"

" When the board took possession
under the present law they found noth
ing but ' the bare walls, the prisoners
and the vermin as was forcibly and
truthfully said by one of the guards.
The buildings were in a tumble-dow- n

condition, and everything in an un
business like shape. Many of the
buildings had been condemned by
committees of the legislature, and
were absolutely unsafe to be occupied
We found that the state had been pay
ing the city of Columbus $5,000 a year
for water for the penitentiary. The
new managers immediately Bet to
work to remedy this condition of af
fairs. The prisoners had to be recloth
ed. as they were in rags and filth
Four new and extensive buildings
have been constructed in place of those
those torn down. A system or water
works has been constructed at a cost
of $10,000, which returns a revenue to
the state instead of an annual outlay
of $5,000, and supplies an abundance
of good water to the penitentiary. The
cells have been renovated and the ver
min cleaned out, and everything has
been done for which means have been
provided. Much yet remains to be
done to put the institution in proper
shape."

"Were there any differences of opin
ion among the mumbers of the board
as to the propriety and necessity
mating these improvements; and in
curring the necessary expenxe?"

"IS one, whatever; the board was
unanimous. If anything, the Repub
lican members wore the most rjersis
tent in urging improvements. The
books of the institution show a detai
ed statement of all receipts and dis
burseouentg, and arj open to the in
spection of the public. A nother thin
We were compelled to abrogate the
contract system as far as possible, an
so had to provide employment for the
prisoners, which at times became
difficult problem. The rapid increase
of prisoners in the last two years made
idleness on the part of many of them
compulsory, t here is no end of spe
cial information to be gleaned from
an examination of the workings
the Ohio penitentiary during the pi&t
two years, but as 1 have already talk
ed so long you must let me oil."

Husked Tbroagh.
The Dow liquor bill, which passed

tne rump senate on the 12th Inst., was
rushed through the House on Thurs-
day, and is now declared a law of the
State. It is substantially the reenact--
men t of the Scott law. It provides
that the business of trafficking in in
toxicating liquors shall be asses
yearly the sum of $200, or if only malt
and vinous liquors are sold within the
year, $100. The assessment, with all
penalties, shall attach as a lien upon
the real property on and in which such
business is 'conducted, and shall be
paid at the times provided by law for
the payment of taxes, viz : one-hal- f

on or before the 20th day of June,and
one-hal- f on or before the 20th day of
December. Assessors shall return to
the County Auditor the names and
places of persons engaged in the busi
ness, and a verified statement as to
whether such business is confined ex
clusively to malt or vinous liquors, or
both. A refusal to furnish the requir
ed information shall be returned to
the assessor, and thereupon the assess
ment shall be increased to $400. The
penalty for false returns of the kind
of liquor sold is an increased ass
ment by the auditor of $250- - The
provisions of the law for collecting
taxes are" made applicable to the en
force ment of liens and collecting as
sessments and penalties. Municipal
corporations are empowered to regu
late, restrain, and prohibit ale, beer.
and porter houses, and. other places
where liquors are sold, and whoever
sells to a minor or a person in the hab
it Of getting intoxicated, shall be fined
not more than $100 nor less than $25,
and imprisoned pot more than thirty
nor less than five days.

If one section of the law is declared
unconstitutional, a provision is inject-
ed to hold the' other intact. Section
13 provides that the abrogation or re-

peal of any section or clause of this
act shall not be held to abrogate or
Tepeal any other 'section or clause
thereof.

A resolution offered by Mr. Dow and
adopted in the Senate directs the State
Auditor to have 2.000 copies of the
bill printed and distributed among the
County Auditors.

Washington, May 14, 18S6.

Although the present session of of
Congress is called a dull one, it is not
without occasional sensations. The
President created one when he sent to er
Commissioner Black for papeis to en-
lighten him upon the several hundred
private pension bills which Congress
hurriedly passed and sent to the White
House for his signature. No President-
has ever before taken the time or
trouble to examine priyate "bills. Mr.
Cleveland vetoed only two of them.
sigued eighty of the number, aud al
lowed the others to become laws with- -

out his signature after satisfying him
self that their records were clear. But
he directed the attention of our legis-
lators ou Capitol Hill to his determin-
ation to know the contents of every
bill they send to him for approval.

It is just possible that Mr. Cleveland a
will ignore altogether another Presi
dential custom, nameiy : that of going
to tbe Capitol just before the adjourn
msnt of Congress, and while the two
bodies are rushing through all the bills
that can be passed in that late and ill- -

regulated stage, and of signing every- -

thing that is thrust under his hand.
On Wednesday the army appropria

tion bill had been passed by the House
of Representatives, and the bill pro
viding f r the support of our Diplo
mats and Consuls bad been taken up,

Terrible Storm Sweeps over
Seven Counties in Ohio.

About 10 o'clock riday night a
terrible storm af wind and rain swept
over the State, from Mercer county
where it first crossed the Stat" line,
moving in a northeasterly direction,
through Auglaise, Hardin, Wyandot,
Hancock and Seneca. The path of
the cyclone was from one-fourt- h to
one-ha- lf mile in width, and for a dis
tance of a hundred miles the scene is
one of ruin and desolation. It is im
possible to learn the p.umberof persons I

killed aud fatally injured, but it will I

reach over one hundred. The loss on
buildings, stock and crops is estimated
at 7.000.000. The daily papers are
full of reports from the scene of destruc
tion, among which we find the follow- -

ng, giving a faint idea of the extent of
damage :

Celina. O. May 15 Last night a
fearful tornado swept over the western
part of this county. Hundreds of
families are left homeless. So far a

Ha been ascertained thirty persons
have been found dead, while the num
ber of injured has not been estimated.

n some instances persona miracu
lously escaped with their lives, while
everv vestine of their homes was de- -

troyed.
Shortly after 12 o'clock the storm

struck the towu of Dunkirk, Hardin
county, a place of about 1,300 inhabit
ants. Mauy buildings were in tea ironi
their foundations aud wrecked com
nletelv. while others were unroofed.
The screams or numan ueings couiu
be heard above the roar of the ele
ments. It is not yet known bow
many were fatally injured, but four
were picked up dead, aud 18 wounded
have been rouna.

Findlay. O. May 15 The meat de
structive storm that ever visited this
county commenced last night about
9 o'clock and continued until after 1

o'clock this morning. Rain poured
down incessantly, doing but little
damage, however. To the south of
this city could be seen a terrible storm
cloud, which proved to be a tornado
About two and a half miles southeast
of Dunkirk a funnel-shape- d cloud aj
oeard. moving in a northeasterly d
rection. destroying everything in its
path. The width of this path of de
struction is at least a quarter of a mile.
Fences were torn down, fruit trees
taken up by the roots, while barns and
dwellings were torn to pieces.

Similar reports come from a score or
more of places along the line of the
storm, in nearly all of which more or
less loss of life is reported.

A Fraudulent Q

The Senatorial deadlock at Colum
bus has been settled in a sort of way.
but whether it stays settled remains
to be seen. The seventeen Republi
can Senators three less than a con
stitutioual quorum for the transaction
of any business oa Saturday admit
tod the four Cincinnati contestants to
their seats by a viva voce vote. At
the time there were twenty Senator?
absent, whe had been duly sworn iu
and recognized as constituting the
majority of the Senate by the Execu
Live and the Assembly. The point
relied on to maintain their action by
the minority and the Lieutenant Gov
ernor is, that there was no call of the
roll, and the question of a quorum not
being raised, the presumption was a
legal quorum was in attendance, The
journal of the Senate, it is expected,
will suppress the fact that no quorum
was present, and the journal, it i

claimed, is conclusive ou this point, in
case the question goes to the courts
But Senate Clerk Vallandigham, who
is a Democrat, may not make up bis
journal in this fashion. It is clear the
action, disguised as it may be, was in
contempt of the constitution and of
parliamentary procedure.

As the main purpose in seating the
Republican contestants is to pass
Congressional gerrymander, the ques
tions involved may come before the
next House of Representatives, aud
the seats of the whole Ohio delegation
elected uuder the proposed gerryman
der may be brought in question, That
is iu case of a Democratic majority in
the House.

At the outset of the squabble in Ohio
last January, the opinions of distin
guished parliamentarians at Washing
ton, including President Sherman, of
the Seoate, Speaker Carlisle, of the
House, Randall, and oth
ers, were soicited and given on the
point whether any number less than
a constitutional quorum could trans
act business. The opinions were unan
imous that they could not, and Sena
tor Sherman was particularly emphat
ic on the point, as it was rumored the
Lieutenant-Governo- r and minority
were then disposed to attempt what
they claim to have accomplished on
Saturday.

The action of the Democratic Sena
tors in Ohio absenting themselves and
breaking a quorum, has been de
nounced as revolutionary. If so, it is
a species of revolution that has the
saction of both political parties by its
adoption in Congress and State Legis
latures. It is by no means uncommon
political strategy, especially in con
tested elections. But we question if a
precedent can be found for the minor
ity of a legislative body, sweeping the
constitution aside, disregarding its
plain mandate, and asserting a power
only possible to a constitutional ma-
jority, which no one has the impu
dence to claim was present in the Ohio
Senate on Saturday. fPittsburg Post,
