The sum total of the Democratio
pluralities awept away by partisan votes
in the Chamber of Representatives i3 a
little less than 18,000. But the arbi-
trary decisions of the Republican Hoyse
do much more than that. The gumber
of Democratic votes cast at the eclec-
tions of 1888 {or.these elght expelled
Congressmen is 124,787. In other words,
to strengthen the policy of fraud and
foree, néarly 125,000 citizens have been
'practically disfranchised, robbed of
their choice of Representatives by the
decree of one hundred and fty or sixty
Bopublicans sitting in the House. The
simple fact iz strong enough without
adjectives of characterization. For the
expulsion of a Represontative the Con-
stitution requires a two-thirds vote of
the House.
