McKinley is the text from which
Republican itinerants continue to bar-rangu- e

the multitudes, and their ut
terances find a ready sanction i n the
organs of that party. Let us see.
McKinley is the man who has repeat
edly assured his friends and admirers,
as well as those who differ from him,
that the best thing the United States
could do would be to enact a prohib
itory tariff law, absolutely shutting
o-i- t foreign products- - As he said in
one of his " profuse effusions," at Gar
rettsville, in the fall of 1888, when
warring against the efforts of Grover
Cleveland to wrest the government
from the hands of the high tariff rob
bers, he wished there was a wall
around the country so high that no
foreigner could ever scale it with
pound of his merchandise. He want-
ed " tariff reform" but the reform must
be an increase instead of a decrease in
the duties levied. He assured his au
dience that the foreign produeer paid
the tax. and in short made a character
la tic 1888 Republican campaign speech,
devoid of truth or reason. A year or
so later he appeared in Ravenna with
substantially the same utterances, and
his Republican followers yelled them
selves hoarse applauding thn " finish
ed oratory," (and the Major is a ready
talker) of their " anti free trade" idol
These same Republicans are how laud-in- s;

him to the skies because, by the
provisions of the tariff measure bear
ing his name, sugar is admitted froa of
duty and consequently is from two
to three cents a pound cheaper, They
may know bow to spell consistency
but certain do not act it, we suppose
from failure to appreciate the full sig
nificance of the term.

Grover Cleveland taught Major
McKinley several ideas about tne tariff
question, and the Major is just shrewd
and unprincipled enough to appropri
ate them as his own, while in the same
breath denouncing their author as a
" free trade theorist."

Republicans say that " free Sugar
is cheap sugar," and we are not dis
posed to deny the fact. They also say
that, tha two cent, hnuntv ia for the
purpose of encourageing the home pro
duction of sugar. If this bounty bus
iness is of so much benefit in the one
industry, why not adopt it in others?
For instance, make tin plate cheap, for
the millions of consumers, by making
it free, and then give a bounty to the
great American tinplate producers, of
which we read so much in Republican
journals.

Even were we to admit that to Me
Kinley and his tariff bill belong the
credit for the present cheap prices of
sugar, we are still unwilling to ac
knowledge that it was he, or his bill
who caused the failure of the potato
crop last tall, and the consequent high
price of this luxury in the market
Pardon us, therefore, if we decline to
shout for McKinley because a man
buys "a barrel of sugar with four or
five bushels of potatoes."

It would not have injured Mr Harrison in the
slightest, or have helped Canadian reciprocity for
Mr. Blaine to have kept his engagement with the
Canadians and heard their informal propositions,
but Mr. Harrison was determined to snub the
Canadians as well as Mr. Blaine, and in spite of
the diplomatic smiles with which tho Canadiens
received Mr. Blaine's little fib, manufactured for
the occasion, apout the Precident wishing to be
present when thoir proposition was submitted,
they new that reciprocity with us was as dead as
a door nail as long as Harrison is President, and
that they wonld never be sent for to submit their
proposition to him:
