Mart Ann Bikrck Rouse Skinner.
Born in Cornwall, Litchfield county. Conn., Dec.
21st, 1806; died in Ravenna. 0.. April 21st, 1891.
aged 84 years and 4 months. Mrs. Skinner ac-

quired a good education in her native State,
came to Ravenna in 1826. when 19 years old.
She went back to Connecticut, and in 1835 return
ed to Ravenna and engaged in teaching, which
occupation she followed to the time of her mar-
riage with rare success, as her numerous pupils
still living will cheerfully testify. As an educa-
tor, she was thorough, efficient and painstaking.
and possessed a happy faculty of winning the
confidence and esteem of her pupils, as well as
all others with whom she became acquainted.

December 12. 1811, she married John N Skin
ner, so well and favorably known as Recorder of
Portage county from 1S31 to 189, a period of 18

years. Mr. Skinner was born Feb. 3rd. 1804, died
in Ravenna Sept, 16th, 1833. On the day of their
marriage, Mr. and Mrs. Skinner went to house-
keeping in the house then just finished, which
has been Mrs. Skinner's home to the day of her
death, almost fifty years.

Mrs, Skinner was a first cousin of th- - late Gen
Lucius V. Bierce. a leading and prominent law
yer of Ravenna from 1825 to' 1851, ten years of
which lime he was Prosecuting Attorney of tho
county. She was sistcr-in-la- to the venerable
Howard Carter, born in December. 1799, son of
Erastus Carter, who with his family came to Ra-
venna in 1806. Howard's son. Whiting Carter,
now occupies the Skinner homestead.

Mrs. Skinner retained her mental faculties per
fectly till her last illness, which was brief. She
was a great reader and possessed more than
ordinary intellectual ability. Not satisfied to
always accept the opinions of others on many
subjects, she exercised thought and investigations,
ana earnestly sougbt to know the truth: It was
a pleasure to converse with her, so great were
her treasures of knowledge. Kind, sympathetic
and genial, she was beloved by all who knew her
whether old or young, and all liked to meet her,
She was a welcome visitant in every Ravenna
home she was pleased to visit. Generous to the
poor, thoughtful of the sick and afflicted, her
noble deeds of love and charity, which were con
ferred so modestly and quietly, are known to the
recipients and to Him. "whose eye permits not a
sparrow to fall to the ground without His ncticoj

The remembrance of Mrs. Skinner will long
linger in the hearts of her friends, and of her it
may truthfully be said, she had not an enemy, for
she merited none.

Brief funeral services were held at the house
on Thursday, the 23rd inst., conducted by the
Rev. E. G, Laughlin. W. D. Durham. A. Black
man, Win. Alcorn and Chas. Merts serving as
pall bearers. The house was filled with sorrow
ing neighbors and friends who came to pay their
last tribute of appreciation to the real worth of
Mrs. Skinner, and to look for the last time upon
her familiar face, which always radiated sun
shine, and the smile of which was a benediction
