Kent, in company with his son went to the barn
of Mr. Coburn, a neighbor, to get a hay fork
pulley, which they nsed in common. In en-

deavoring to get the pulley, which was suspend --

ed from the purline plate, he placed a ladder
resting upon the soaffold. against the rafters
attached to the plate. In reaching for the pul-

ley, while at the top of the ladder, the latter
turned, and in attempting to save himself, Mr.
Meacham caught a slight hold with one hand,
which soon gave way. and he fell a distance of
20 feet to the barn floor, striking on his heada
receiving injuries from whioh he died at 1 o'clock
on the same day. He never regained conscious
ness. He leaves a wife and four ehildren. He
was a son: 01 ueorge xaeacnam, 01 jrimnem,
and was a man of extensive acquaintance, com
manding the respect and esteem of a large cirole
of friends. His funeral was held from the house
at 9 o'clock Friday forenoon, and at 10:30 from
the Brimfield TJniversalist Church, Rev. Andrew
Willson officiating.

But this day
was his Friday, and after dropping all and more
than he had won on the preceding day, he de-

cided that gambling at least tuch gambling as
he had been engaged in was very immoral and
harmful: in proof of whioh proposition, he
looked into his pocketbook, alike innocent of
gold, silver, or paper. Actuated with this noble
sentiment, he Bet out to indicate his conversion
in the execution of a righteous purpose, possible
only to those upon whom adversity throws a
powerful ray of light.

This will explain the sight witnessed by those
in attendance Thursday afternoon, in which an to
irate individual, with an "

" expression on his face, was seen
ohasing in hot haste a nimble-foote- d fleecer.
whom the chaser said had aetually had the au-

dacity to cheat him while gambling with him for
money. Away they went now in, now out, now

up. now down through the grand stand, past
wondering countrymen who were half inclined
to stop the fugitive, but couldn't quite soare up
courage enough to face his determined conn ten
ance. almost running into knots of people intent
on race track prophecy .and exciting divers kinds
of folks into divers kinds of astonishment and a
perturbation. The wioked gambler and his in
nocent viotim rushed out of the grounds like
twin eyolones, and it seemed as if the scales of
outraged Justioe were about to be again balane
ed. when old niok put it into the head of the
oanting fugitive to hail the driver of a buok
board rig en route for town, who. not knowing
how he was playing into the hands of his Satanio
Majesty, good naturedly stopped and took the
exhausted runner on board. The spirit of the
chase seemed suddenly to take hold on the steed,

who responded nobly to a series of whip cuts
from the manipulator of the reins, who for some
unaccountable reason was seized with a sudden
desire to make as fast time as possible with his
fleet footed equine. The nag was probably far
ther exoited to race track speed by the shouts
and feet racket of the pursuer, who valiantly
kept on in his course until satisfied beyond a
peradventure that the old horse oould run faster
and kick up more dust than he.and he withdrew
from the heat, distanced.

The officer thereupon swore them out
himself, and went to Kent after his man, but we
are informed that no arrest was made.

Thus were financial morals and the gamblers'
eode vivified and exalted.
