That a woman with a knowledge of
flower gardening, fruit culture and
kitchen gardening will make a more
efficient wife for the farmer, suburban
resident or country mechanic needs no
explanation.

The influence of this branch of edu-
cation upon the youth of both sexes is
very powerful. During the earlier
days of life children are mnost receptive
and the inborn love of nature ecan be
either stimulated so as to exerta health-

ful influence over the whole life or
blunted and lost by neglect.—Home
