Murder in Summit County.
A shocking murder wns committed on Mondav

of lust week, near Niles, in Northampton town-
ship, Summit County, as we learn; by two men
who, with their victim have been employed on
the Clinton Line Railroad As near as we can
learn, the murdered man (James Moloney,) was
somewhat intoxicated, and insisted on staying at
the house of Jumes and Thomas O'Meara, on ac-

count of an acquaintanceship he had with the
wife of one of them, to whom he had puid his ad-

dresses prior to her .narriage, and occupied the
place of an accepted suitor. He was refused the
privilege he asked; but it was finally granted.
Soon afterwards, when the neighbors hud retired
and while he was off his guard, the two brothers
seized hiin, and holding his arms, stabbed him in
the abdomen and breast, six or seven times; each
of them using a knife. He lived until Saturday
morning last, when the wound proved fatal. Ho
at first relumed to disclose the names of his assail-
ants; but finding that the wounds would prove
fatal, he permitted the proper officers to be sum-
moned, and made oath as to the facts, as stated;
with details we have not given. The brothers
O'Meara were at once arrested, and are now in
Jail awaiting triul.

The Coroner summoned a Jury, and had a post
mortem examination made on Suturduy last,
which resulted in finding, that death wns occa
sioned by wounds inflicted by James and Thomas
uivieara.

As the whole mutter will have to undergo a
legal examination, we re rain.from giving fur-
ther details.
