The record of marine disasters which have
occurred within the Jast few months, would
almost All volumes. Sesrcely s week
passes; but bringe us news that some ves-
sel has been Jost, snd that all ber crew and
pussengers have found a grave in the deep
bosom of the ocean. A few days ago we
received intelligence of the loss of the
steamer E. K. Colins. Hardly bad the news |
reached us, before the terrible fate ol the
Arctic wes made known, and now the New
Era with her fearful loss of life, in added to
the list of wrecks. _
The fate of fhese noble vesacls, is known
with certainty, and many a home circle hae
been made sad by the intelligence; but there
are others which sailed from port, and have
failed to return st their appointed times.—
The mystery that shrouds them, renders our
intercst mure intense. Among these is the
Cityof Glasgow. Loaded with her valuable
cargo, several months ago she started out
upon her voysge, and nothing reliable has
yet been heerd of ship or crew. That all
have perished, there can be bat little doubt;
but how or when the disaster oceurred, and
what part of the wide wilderness of walcrs,
was the scene of that ocean burial, none can
know. Whether pussengerd and crew were
swallowed up at one terrible sweep of the
waves, or were suffered to drift day after duy
upon pieces and fragments of the wreck, till
starvation and cold relieved them from their
sufferings, must forever remain a mystery.—
Thus they go, and each month adds to the
number of those who sleep beneath the

waves,
If there is any class of persons entitled to

our regard and admiration, it is that class
who “do business upon the waters.” Sea
life is at best full of dangers which the most
skillful mariner cannot always avcid. The
' snilor should have a strong arm and a brave
and generous heart, and as a ususl rule, we
find him possessed of these qualities in an

eminent degree.
It is thought by many that the destruction

of life attendent upon the loss of the Arclic
and New Era, might have been ovoided; and
il the accounts that have reached us are cor-
rect this is probably the case. We presume

+ for redemption at its several branches, that
day, must the whole system suspend pay-
ment. The State Bank is not able to re-
deem all its circulativn.

We have presented these facts not with
any disposition to incrense the feeling of
insecurity which pervades all parts of the
business community, but because it is right
that the people should know how much the
promises to pay which they hold against the
several priviliged institutions of the State,
are worth. By virtue of whig financeering
and legislation we find cursejves surrounded
by a host of soulicas moneved corporations,
They have been declsred exempt from tax.
ation contrary to the will and wishes of four
buandred thousand intelligent voters.  Their
hills are scattered over the whole country,
and now when the crash comes, our people
find themselves holding the worthiless prom-
ises of an insolvent debtor.

But a further inquiry is made: “Is the
Branch of the State Bank at Ravenna in &
#olvent condition!” Reports have been put
in eirculation that this Branch also,is lubor-
ing under embarrassments. Again on the
other hand, we have been informed and
we presume it s true, that it is now
as fully able to redeem all its bills as it
ever has been. We don’t know wheth-
er there is any truth in the rumor of it
insolvency or not. Such statements are apt
to be made with but very little fovadation in
faot. We however regard the whole State
Bank System as liable to explode st any
time. ln this period of severe pressure in the
money market, gold and silver is full ns good,
and in our opinion much better, than the
paper of any Bank. It might therefore be
policy for those whe have bills upon any of
the Banks around us, to econvert them into
specie at the fiest convenient opportunity.

Tue bullet by winch General Joseph
Warren was kiiled ot Bunker Hill in 1775,
is still preserved. Itis an ounce ball, und
was cxibited by Alexunder H. Everett, on
the delivery of an vration at Charlstown,
June 17, 1836, in which he exelimad; “This
is the one, fellow-citi zens, wheh I now hold
in my hund! The cartridge-paper which
pretly covered it, is stained with the heros |
blood.”™ This ball is now deposited in the |
library of the United Brates Historie-Ge- |
nealogical Society, with the original sffidavit
of Rev. William Montague, formerly pastor
of Christ Church, Boston, who mude oath
that he ubtained the boll in London, of Ar-
thur Savnge, once an officer of the customs
of the port of Boston, who gave Mr, Montagua
thie account of the ball: * On the morning
of the 18th of June, 1775, after the battle of
Bunker, or Breed's Hill, ] with a number of
other royulists and British officers, among
whom was General Burgoyne, went over
from Boston to Charlestown to view the bat-
tle-field. Among the fallen we found the
body Dr, Joseph Warren, with whom Thad
been peraonally scquainted.  When he féll,
he fell across a roil.  This ball T took frem
his bedy; and, as I never shall visit Bosten
sgain, I will give it to you to take to Ameri-
ea, where it will be valuble ss a relic of your
Revolutin.'
