Like
Henry City's mouth,' it will speak for itself.
If ever a political combnitant was annihila-

ritorial legislature of Kansas, which the
senator, in common with his party, professes

of the land. In order to get rid of those
Irws the senator from New York proposes
to give effect to a constitutional provision
which is designed to prevent the negro for-

ever from entering the State !

I should like to hear from the Senator
from Massachusetts on this point. I believe
he took, particujar pains a few years ago to
arraign the State of Illinois for inserting a

similar clause in her constitution.

twn of Illinois was made by white men.
Tbe samejprinciple of State rights and State
equality which authorized Illinois to abolish
slavery secured to each other State thspriv- -

iiege or retaining it ir it caoae. The

to receive him if agreeable to her taatea and

consistent with her interests. We sre per-

fectly content with the practical operatic
of this great principle, which teaches the
people of each separate community to mind

their own business, and accord the same

right to their neighbors. HenCe I should

hve no controversy with the senator from
New York, or bis political associates, in re-

gard to this particular clause in the Kansss
constitution, did not claim the right, and in-

sist that it ia their duty, to exsmine the pro.
"visions of the constitution of each State ap
plying for admission, and then either to ad

mit or reject the application, aeccording as
they may approve or disapprove the consti-

tution. It is on this ground that they claim
the right to enquire whether the constitution
prohibits or protects slavery. And to vote
for a free State against a Slave State.
It was on this ground that the Northern
States voted against the admission of Mis-

souri in 1821 one year after the adoption
of tbe Missouri Compromise because the
constitution had a similar provision against
free negroes to one in the Kansas cdnstitu
lion. Hence I desire to learn from the; sen-
ator from New York whether he and his
sympathizing associate? do really approve of
a constitutional provision which shall deny
to the negro forever, not merely the right to
enjoy the same liberty accorded to the white
man, but also the right to live and breathe
within the limits of the proposed State of
Kansas.

Sectior 1 . Be if enacted bu the General

Attemblr) of the State of Ohio, That section
thirty-si- x of the act to which this is supple
mentary, oe so smenaea ss to read as follows:
Sectior 36. Fines, penalties tand forfeit-
ures, which shall not exceed the sum of fifty
dollars for any one special offence, or viola
tion of the by-la- of ordinance, or double
that sum tor each repetition of such offence,
or violation, or which shall not exceed ten
dollars for each day where the thing prohib-
ited or rendered unlawfully is in its nature
continuous in repect to time, shall be deem-
ed reasonable, but where in any by-la- or
ordinance, a greater fine, penalty or forfeit-
ure; is imposed than as above specified, it
shall be lawful in any suit or prosecution
for the recovery thereof, to reduce the same
to such amount as shall be deemed reasona-
ble and proper, and to permit a recovery or
render judgement accordingly. In addition
to the fines and penalties above specified,
any municipal corporation may provide for a
further penalty of imprisonment for any term

No. 72. AN ACT
To provide for the registration of Births,

Marriages and Deaths; in Ohio.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of the State of Ohio, That it shall
be the duty of all clergymen, or other per-
sons, who shall hereafter celebrate or per-
form the marriage ceremony within this
State.' to keep a registry of all marriages
celebrated by them, showing the, names,
ages, residence and place of birth of the per-
sons married, whether they were single or
widowed, the time of the marriage, and the
names ol their parents.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of all phy
siciuns, surgeons and midwives, to keep a
registry ot all the births and deaths at which
they have professionally attended, showing,
in case of birth, the name of the father and
the maiden name of the mother, and their
residence, the sex and color of the child, to-

gether with its name, if it shall receive one,
and whether born alive or dead Such reg-
istry shall show, in cases of death the time,
place and cause of death; the name, age,
sex, color and condition(as to whether single
or married, or widowed,) the name and sur-
name of the parents, the occupation, the
residence, and place of birth of the deceased.
When two or more physicians, surgeons, or
midwives, may have attended professionally
at any birth or death, that physician, sur-
geon, or midwife, who is oldest "in atten-
dance, shall make the registry,

Section 3. It shall be the duty of the
physicians, clergymen, surgeons and mid-wiv-

above named, to deposit in the county
clerks office, of the variuua counties in
which births, marriages and deaths occur,
on or betore the fifteenth day of March, in
every year, a copy of said registry, embra-
cing the period of one yeor, ending on the
first day of March, last preceding the time
of deposit; and the clerk shall deliver the
same to the assessor of the several town-
ships in each county, at the sometime that
the Auditor of the county delivers instruc-
tions snd blanks to such assessor. ,

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the as-
sessors, while making their lists of taxable
property, to ascertain and record, in a list
separate from the list of taxable property,
all the births, marriages and deaths, which
shall have occurred within their, respective
townships, in the twelve months-endin- on
the first day of March, last preceding the
time of assessment, with all the item of
time, place, Sic, hereinbefore directed, to
be inserted in the registries, as provided in
section oue and two of this act. They shall
make strict inquiry of all heads of families,
and shall use the registries of clergymen,
physicians, surgeons and midwives, herein
before tamed in order to obtain correctly
the information herein required. They shall
return said lists of births, marriages and

eaihs, with the registries aforesaid, to the
clerks of the court of common pleas, nt the
mme time that they return their lists of tax--
ible property. The clerks shall copy said
lifts in such form as the Secretary of State
may direct, and transmit such copy to the
Secretary of State, on or before the first
day of June in each year. The clerks
-- hall receive for their service such compen
sation as the vcouniy commissioner Bhall
think just.

Section 5. It shall be the . duty of the
Secretary of State, from Sit the lists of
births, marriages and deaths, ao transmit
ted to him, to prepare tabular statements,
showing in a condensed form, the informa
tion herein required to be preserved keeping
me statistics oi eacn county separate, and to
cause two thousand copies of the same to be
printed in phamphlet form, on or before the
hi'st day of January in every year, of which
copies, ten shall be transmitted, to the clerk
of each county for exchange and distribu
tion, at ins discretion, and the residue shall
be disposed of as the general assembly shall
from time to time direct; the county clerk
in each and every county, shall preserve
carefully, one copy in his office. , The See
retary of State' shall 'prepare , and cause to
be printed, suitable blanks snd instructions
for the use of assessors, clergymen, .physi-
cians,' surgeons and midwives. which he
shall transmit to the several county audi
tors, to be by them delivered to the asses
sors. . ;jf- . .

Section 6. To ensble the Assessors to
obtsin full snd correct information 'touch-
ing the facts herein required to be ascer
tained, they aball bare full power to swear j
tod ioteniffate any pereonr in their respeo-- t

Section 3. That all moneys so received
from the sale of such property, after deduct
ing all chtrge8 and other expenses, shall be
held by such warehouse men, transportation
tion company, or railroad company, one year
from the day of sale of such property, .for
the benefit and use of the owner or ow ners;
and if not called for within that time, tqcn
warehouse men, tansportation" company,' or
railroad company, holding the same, aball
pay, or cause it to be paid into the county
treusury of the county in which the proper-
ty was sold, within thirty days thereafter,
and shall lit the same time file with the coiin-t- y

auditor a schedule of the property sold,
giving in detail a description of each item
of property, the name of the owner, the date
of its reception, the time and manner of no-

tice to the owners if known, the amount for
which the same was sold, the name of the
purchaser, and the t mount of charge on
each.. ); .r
Section 4. If at anytime within six months

after the payment of said money into the
treasury and the filing of said schedule in
the office of county auditor, any claimant of
any portion of said money shall prove his or
her title to the same to the satisfaction of
said auditor, by testimony to be reduced to
writing and filed with said auditor it shall
be the duty of said Auditor to issue an
order upon the county treasury for the pay-
ment of the amount of said claim so proven,
and all monies remaining unclajracd, shall,
at the expiration of said perw eVf six months
be by said county auditor transferred to tbe
common school fund of the couoty. Si

Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of the State of Ohio, That hereafter
the treasurer of each county in this State,
which, according to the last Federal census
h da population of lea than one, hundred
thousand inhabitants shall retain in his hands
for disbursement, as hereinafter provided, all
the taxes bv him collected, which shall nave
been levied for any purpose whatever within
the township, in which by law the County
treasury is located, whether for township
purposes, school purposes - or the pur-4
poses of munie'pal corporations also all
funds of every kind which shall be paid into
the county treasury, and are applicable to
any such purpose within the limits of afore-
said township. . Provided, That this section '
