Tbey formed Union of thirteen Statea,
twelve of which were alaveholding States.

Tbey directed that tbree-f- i fthe of the alavea

should be enumerated in apportioning rep-

resentatives and taxes among the Statea.
.They prohibited Congress from abolish

ing the slave trade previoua to 1808.

They provided in the Constitution for a

Fugitive Slave Law.

They established the Ordinance of 1787,

prohibiting slavery north west of the Ohio
river, and providing for rendering up alavea

escaping into that territory. ,

GeorgeWashington approved and aigned

bills, admitting Kentucky and Tennessee
into the Union as slave Statea.,- - .

George Washington approved and aigned

the Fugitive Slave Law of 1793. K

John Adams approved the acta organising
the territories which embraced the present
Statea of Mississippi and Alabama, from

which the y clause of the Ordin-

ance of 1787 waa specially excluded.

Our fathers admitted .into the Union aa

slave States, Mississippi, Alabama, Louisi

ana, Missouri, Florida ana ArKaneas.

The Republicans say " no more slave ter
ritory, no more slave btstes," What bra
zen impudence in them to talk of bringing
back the government to the days of our

futhers!

Douglas and Lincoln An Ele--
gaut Contrast.

Hon. David L. Seymour, of New York,
wbo waa a member of Congress with both

Mr. Douglas and Mr. Lincoln, in a speech
delivered at Rochester, made tbe following

elegant comparison between them. He
said :., , , t

"The contest waa between Douglas and
Lincoln. Which should we choose ! He
was not here to attack an opposing candi-
date, but supposed that a man ought to have
some standing as a statesman to qualify him
to take the helm of State. The opinions
and actions of our government were closely
watched abroad. Our relations with the
world were such that it had become the fixed
opinion of the masses of our country that
no man was fit for the Presidency, unless he
is a man of tried experience and able states-
manship. - Mr. Lincoln served one term in
Congress, but in no manner or measure
there distinguished himself. For anything
in his favor we search the Congressional re-
cords in voin. - - - '

"On the other hand, the Democratic par
ty, feeling the weight of the responsibility
resting upon it, and with a readiness to meet
it have given a candidate, whose name no
American speak but with pride Stephen
A. Douglas I - Loud and long applause.

Twenty years ago elected to the Supreme
Bench in Illinois; seventeen years ago a
member of Congress, he went into the
House to meet Dromgolc, Wise, Ingersoll,
Winlhrop, Barnard, and a hoat of other able
men a galaxy of statesmen of all parties.
Not a month elapsed before the young rep.
reaentutive of the West made hia maiden
speech. Tbe speaker heard it. It took the
House by surprise, and at once placed the
man in the firet rank of able debaters.

They are written In
the great history of the country, to be read
forever. Our people look upon Douglas
like other men, and seize upon his career,
and draw it home to tbeir hearts as a part ol
themselves.

The American seaman
wbo first carried up the Thames to London
the flair of hia country, felt that sort ol
pride when be raised the stars and stripes at
his mast head.

Measures of I860, snd expressly determined
by the Kansas Nebraaka act of 1864.

As organised party has been, for the last

five or six years, arrayed agaioat that settle-

ment, and keeping np a continual sectional

strife and contention, both in and out of

Congress. The eonaequenee has been tbat

great national intereats, demanding immedi-

ate attention, have been neglected, and the

people of the North and South have become

embittered, and, in a great measure, eetrang-e- d

from each other the people of each sec-

tion being led to regard those of the other

section ss combining to deprive them of

natural and constitutional rights, which they !

hold aa dear as life Itself.

This has been, in the brief, the cost of the
agitation, which the Republican party haa

ao sedulously kept up; it would be well for

considerate men, who are still disposed to

act with tbat party, to inquire what has been

ita profit.

in Congress and in the States, have settled,
as they have done already, the question for

themselves. It ill be thus settled, aa it
haa ever been, by the people in each organ- -

ized Territory in their own way, in spite of

Congressional or other outside interference.
Hence the uselessness of the past agitation

on this subject; and the folly ol keeping it up
In future, aa the Republican leaders seem

bent on doing, is apparent. They profess

to be great friends of the Homestead policy,

of the Pacific Railroad and other great na-

tional improvements, and of a revenue tariff
ao adjuated as to protect home industry, and

yet, by fostering and engaging in a perpet-

ual conflict in regard to territorial slavery,
they are taking the most effectual means to

prevent Congreaa and the people from pro-per- ly

discussing and considering any of

those great measures of public policy.
The people should administer, on the 6th

of November, a lasting rebuke to these agl
tators. This can be most effectually done
at the ballot-bo- x by voting for Judge Doug-la- a

for Preaident, wbo baa done more than
any other living man to settle the question
as to slavery in the Territories, upon popu
lar, constitutional and juat principles, which
ought to be satisfactory to men of all classes.

The Doctrine which must Prevail.
The principle of by

Congress in the domestic affairs of the ter-

ritories of the United States, is a doctrine
based upon the true philosophy of politics,
snd must eventually prevail. The convic
tion of the honest misses of this country is
that popular sovereignty is the true, intelli
gent and feasible disposition of the question
of slavery in the territories. Constitutional
rights and personal rights, as well ss politi

cal onee, urge upon the consciences of the
masses to support this doctrine, and it is one
which they will never surrender. The rea
son of Mr. Douglas' great popularity with
the people, is because he has bold v and
bravely advocated this doctrine in the face
of an opposition which has no parallel in
the political history of our country. Through
evil and through good report, be basoravely
atood by hia banner, and the people admire
and honor him for bis courageous advocacy
of tbeir cause.

In the coming election, the heart and soul
the great living and life giving elements

of the National Democratic oartv of all
aectiona of the Uuton will vote for the
great champion of popular rights. He will
get at least a million and a half of the votes
of the most intelligent and men
in tbe country. If elected, the question of
slavery in the territoriea will be forever put
to rest by the verdict of the people. If de-

feated, he will atill have tbe bone and sinew
of the American people with him, for the
doetrine for which he contends is a living
principle, and not a mere dogma. The ir-

repressible conflict may triumph for a time.
In tbe war of the Sectionaiists, between in-

tervention and tbe North
may for the time secure a triumph over
Statea rights and equal privileges to all, but
tbe doctrine of non intervention is so deeply
rooted in the hearts of the people, tbat it
will eventually become the ruling principle
of the National Democratic party. What-
ever may be the present result of the up
heaving in tbe political world, the friends of
tbe Union, both North and South, will soon
be found fighting together, aa a great Demo
cratic party, against Sectionalism and inter-
vention. The present election of a Sen.
tional Preaident may postpone it cannot
destroy the triumph of the great cauae to
which Mr. Douglaa has devoted himself and
hia brilliant energies. Sooner or later,
this country is bound to be ruled by a party
baaed upon the doctrine of popular sove-
reignty.

ator, introduced the following resolution in
the Senate ;

"Resolved, That any attempt of Congreaa
to prohibit alavery in the Territoriea ol the
United Statea would create serious alarm
and just apprehensions, would be a violation
of the good faith toward the inhabitanta of
such lerritory who have removed thereto
with their slaves, and because, when euch
Territory shall be admitted Into the Union,
as a State, ibe people thereof shall be enti
tled to decide that question exclusively for

On the 8tb of ifey, 4850, Henry Clay
wrote ss follows in his report : '

"To avoid, in all future time the asit-a-
tiona which must be produced by Ihe conflict
or opinion on tbe wave question existing,
aa this institution does, in some of the
States, and. prohibited aa it is in others tbe
true principle which ought to regulate the
action of Congress In forming territorial
governments for each newly acquired do-
main, ia to refrain ; from, all legislation on
the aubject in the territory acquired, so long
as it remains the territorial form of gover-
nmentleaving it to the people of auch ter-
ritory, when tbey have attained to condi-
tion which entitlea them to admiaaion aa a
State, to decide for themselves tbe question
of the allowance or prohibition of domestic
eUtsry .'

And he atates that tbe house
of Brooks Brothere does not mike 1 10th
part of the machine-mad- e clothing manulac-ture- d

in New York. This, putting the pro-
portion at ona part would make the
business of manufacturing machine cloth-
ing In the city of New York $100,00,000
annually; and, at the rate that house pays
for sowing, it brings the cost of sewing fo
thia branch of manufacture in the city of
New York (even with the assistance of: tbe
eewing machines) up to twenty millions of
aouors. a saving or 87.000 on every
$200,000 of thia makes $7,500,000.". The
opponents of labor saving machines' should
take the above figarea into immediate Con-

sideration. The more attention they give
them, the sooner they will discover that the
labor saving machine benefits no one more
greatly than the laborer himself.--Alba- ny
