Hcrculsneum and Pompeii are seldom
fo'gotten by sojourners at Naples, and well
worth visiting they are, indeed, especially
the luttcr. The approach to Hcrrulaneum
is through a gate leading from tho long
street which rune sround the edge of the
bay, of which I have spoken heretofore, and
the first the visitor krows, ho is taken down
a slairwoy into the bowels of the earth, and
hia course, on laiidinjr, conducts him around
and in the various compartments of tho an-

cient tliestre, which seems to have bpen bu-

ried by lavn. He is Ulten all around it, and
can see the various cents arid steps os they
were in dnya of yore. Inscription?, such as
were cuetonnry on fuch buildings, are found

Pompeii is farther from Naples than
and in the same general direction.

It is not eo near the eea, though there seems
to be evidence tht It was anciently situated
cn the shore, so that a ' portion of the city
looked out upon the water. For centuries
its position remained unknown, and the soil
lying over it was cultivated. Its discovery
was in conaeq-ipnc- of digging a well, when
portions of a building came in view, which
led to the excavations that have resulted in
revealing a city thnt lookf, in many respects,
as It did eighteen hundred years ago. About
two thirds of the whole has been uncovered,
and the work still going on, though not
very rapidly. The city, I should judge, y

stood on n plain, when the ahower of

ahes came that buned it, n mound or hillock
was formed the whole extent of the space
covered by the buildings. Gradunlly soil
accumulated over t, end nothing remained
to indicate the spot where, in profound re-

pose, the buried city was lying. Tho nehes
and cinders filled every nook and corner of
the streets' and dwelling?, end being very
dry, everything covered by them was more

perfectly preserved. It Is interesting, in

walking along a atreet of thia long buried

city, to see it suddenly terminate in a hi;h
bank, and the buildings at the terminus only

partially exhumed, the top of a column, it

may be, just raiting its hetd out of the pre-

cipitous side, while just below it another has

succeeded in getting ita principal pnrt out

into the light and air. The pivement of the
atreet, too, runs up to and under tha bank,
and as you look up to the top,' you see soil

several feet thick, with largo trees imbedded
in it, and crops growing on it ; and a little
farther on, a substantial and somewhat an-

cient looking furm-hous- e stands, tenanted
by living men, literally over the homes of
the departed.
