ment, who arc still idie, and are really at the very

portals of want and suffering, and some of des-

pair. The unpropitians weather, protracted to

the middle of June; the general prostration of
business and universal da'lnesa in erery depart-

ment of labor and trade; the laying up ofnearly

all the Lake steamers, except propellers, and the

little commerce for sail Teasels; the stern ne-

cessity employers and manufacturers feel of re-

trenching every possible expense; combine to

produce a condition of things amot.g the men and

the women of cities who depend upon the wages

of daily labor for a livelihood, that ia truly dis-

tressing. The unemployed from week to week

and month to month in the cities and towns are

to be numbered by thousands. They know not

where to go to better their prospects or condi-

tion. In all the cities begging for work has be-

come the order of the day, and in some the press-

ing demand for work or bread has led to demon-

strations never before witnessed in the towns
of the abundant West.

In Detroit the unemployed recently held

meetings in the streets.andto the number of sev-

eral hundred demanded work or bread. The

Buffalo Express of Saturday states that there

was a gathering of several hundred sturdy look-

ing men, who passed about the streets of that
ci y the day previous, demanding " Work or

Brad;" and says:
This an alarming condition of things ; when,

in the midst of a productive country, with
abundant crops and much land to be possessed
and tilled, men remain ia idleness and are driv-

en to the extremity of demanding Work or
bread ' at the public band. These men and
their families must have bread. Misfortune must

' not entail starvation while there is p'enty in
. the land.

men have left their eommoJious mansions, with-

out apparent regret, to lengthen the long train
of wandercia. The maaats everjwhera an-

nounce to me that the torch will be applied to
(very house indiscriminately, throughout the
eouutry, as soon as the troops attempt to cross
the mountains. I shall follow these people and
endeavor to rally them. Numbers whom I
have met appear to be in dread of the Indians,
whom the distressed condition of the white baa
encouraged to somruit .(tensive depredations.
I may at least quiet the apprehensions of
these persons, and induce some 01 mem to re-

turn.
Oar niilitary force could overwhelm most of

these poor people, involving men, women and
children in a common fate ; but there are among
the Mormons many brave men, accustomed to
arms and horses ; men who would fight despe-
rately as guerrillas, and, if the settlements are
destroyed, will subjeet the country to au ei pen-
sive and protracted war, without any compen-
sating results. They will, I am sure, submit to
trial if then- s, but they will not brook the
idea of trials by " juries composed of teamsters
and followers of the camp," nor of an army
encamped in their ctries or dense settlements.

I huve adopted means to recall the few re-

maining Mormons in arms who have not jet, it
is sail, complied with my request to withdraw
from the canons and Eastern frontier. I have
also taken measures to protect the buildings
which have been vacated in the Northern set-

tlements I aw sanguine that I will save a

great part of the valuable improvements there.
