It remains for us faithful chroniclers only to

add, that the children paid the fare with each a

ttisu; tbe Parents furnished mostly the ettiblee,
and a few Business men put a few dollars in tbe
hands of th Finance Committee very quietly,

and before the cstnpany left th ground every

expense was met and settled, so that no on
was taxed or troubled with debt and dunning.

Such was tbe day and the manner of the
'Plymouth Congregational Church Sabbath
School," July 15, 1858. A day and a gathering
long to be remembered and blessed by th little
and tbe great, the old and tbe young, the rich
and tbe poor; Pastor and Superintendent, Dea-eun- s

and Teachers, Children and Parents, Com-

mittees, Speakers and tbe few strangers that
were privileged to participate in its joyous and
instructive festivities. And when they shall

meet again for such a purpose may we be there
to see!
