Consumption of Mineral Coal in the Lake
Region.

. LcADia : I am just now able to
give tbe first statement of the amount of Min-
eral Coal consumed on tbe waters of the Xortb- -
era Lakes.
- At soma of th port where it is received
from tbe interior it is not practicable to ascend
tn the very first receipts, but the quantity
which arrived prior to the dates behw given
must have been small.

A large portion, probably one-ha- lf of that
fur Buffalo and Oswego, is the Anthracite or
bard coal, and the remainder Bituminous.

: It is only recently that Railroads have de-

livered coal in large quantities, but they are
already competing with th canal f. r that bu-

siness. At Chicago, prior to 1957, the Rail
ways had brought in, 13,559 tons only. .

In 1857 they delivered 30,671 tons and ths
canal only 6,566.

. Of the amount that reached Buffalo in 1357,
13,778 came by rail.

At Cleveland during tbe year next previous
to Jan'y. 1st, 1858, tbe roads delivered 185,574
ton, and the exnala 135,816.

About one half of all the coal business of the
Lakes baa been don at Cleveland. Of this
there had been prior to Jan'y. 1st, 1856, only
