The Earthquake to Mexico.

By the Sew Orleans Pica-run- e we have some

additional particulars concerning the late tern
ble earthquake in Mexico, gleaned from the

Mexican paper :

The cathedral and temple of La Compania
and San Aaattio, at Morelia, were thrown
down in ruin by the earthquake of the 19th
ult. Some private building fell, and most of
the others remained in a dilapidated eonmuon.
At Patzacuaro, fifteen leagues from Morelia, the
temples of La Paroquia, La Compania, San
Juan de Dies aud the Sanctuary of Guadalupe,
were shaken to the ground, as well as a number
of private nouses, irom we ruins oi vmta six
teen bodies had been recovered.

The aiiiacent villages of Indapares, Charo,
tc-- were thrown into ruin. In the town of

Cbilnancineo sixty houses were thrown down,
and the streets heaped with ruins. In Guadai- -

aiars all the houses, and in Insula a number are
reported to have suffered more or less ; and ths
earthquake occurring during the heat of firing
between the Zuloaga and Jarez forces for a
time interrupted it. In other towns noticed the
earthquake, though severely felt, and causing
much alarm, is not reported to have dons any
damaze. At Jalapa a shock was also felt on
tne 2utn. Bo that tne phenomenon was experi-
enced on three successive dv in different por
Hon of the country.

Mr. Forsyth, our Minister to Mexico, writs
that the earthquake was felt all over Mexico.

the time of the shock, and the mo: ion was so

great that it was not easy to keep one's feet.
