Thk Dmosstkatiow Last 'icht. The
successful completion of the Atlantic Telegraph
waa last night made the oceaaion of ooe of the
most piendid public demonstrations that hae
ever occurred in thia city. Nearly all onr citi--
aena joined in the appropriate observance of the
ocuaijn. and the reault kss a display at once
fraud and imposing. The principal business
portion of the city was magnificently illumi-
nated; and the appearance of the streets was
animated and brilliant beyond description.
Thourijnds of people were abroad from their
homes, and the enthusiasm was general. The
Hotels, business houses, and offices in Superior,
Ontario, Seneca, Bank and Water streets were
in blaze of light, and many private residences
in the retired parts of the city, were al?o ilia- -

minuted. Appropriate transparencies with sig
nificant mottoes, were displayed at many win-
dows. The Flags of Great Britain and America
were placed side by side in two or three places.
American flags were abundant in all localities.
A grand salute of ore hundred guns, by the
Cleveland Light Artillery, was fired in tbe Pub-

lic Square. Bonfires in nearly or every street
in the central part nf town, added much to tbe
splendor of the affair. The glare of rockets
lit np the sky in every direction, and the bells
of Trinity Church chimed the National An-

them, "Hail Columbia," in excellent style. Two
or three bands of music added their enlivening
strains to the general good feeling.

Among the buildings which were conspicuous
by reason of ttieir fine illuminations, were thePost
Office, the Atwater Block, the Bennett House,
City Hall, Whiting's Sa oon, Strong and Arm-

strong's BuilJino, the Johnson House, the
Herald Office and the Telegraph Office Tbe
windows of the Theater were decorated with
numberless small transparencies,
and in front of the Telegraph office, lamps of
various colors were displayed. They looked very
beautiful.

Tbe demonstration of last night was spon-
taneous and general ; and the enthusiasm great
jn every quarter. Not more than two or three
hours were spent in making all the arrange-
ments ; and tbe entire success which attended
all the proceedings of the evening is a source
of universal gratification. The occasion, as
well from the importance of the circumstance it
was intended to commemorate, as its pleasant
and satisfactory close, was one which will long
lie remembered by our citizens &s creditable in
every respect
