YESTERDAY AFTERNOON'S REPORT

FROM NEW YORK.
NEW YORK, Sept. 3.

The remainder of the Quarantine building at
Staten Island were burned but niglit. The confla-
gration commenced soon after the adjournment of
a meeting of the citizens of Richmond county.
Among the baildiors burned were the six cot-

tage occupied by the boatmen of the station, the
large mantioa ocoopied by Dr. Waller, Deputy
Health Orhcer, and the fine brick dwelling of Dr.
BieeU.

The furniture had been removed from all the
buildings excepting the Last named. Dr. B., who
was informed of the intended burning, refused to
remove an article.

The mob, it is stated, have been led by Ray
Tompkins, Chief Engineer of the c'Uten island
Fire LK partment, who appeared in hi fireman
uniform.

A detachment of United Sta'es Marines were
present, but only to guard Government property.
No attempt was made byAny person to stop the
flame.

Abont midnight the female hospital was set on
fire and whoily eonsamed. It contained 75 pa-

tient who were previously removed and placed on
the KT3M plot between the hospital and resident
physician's bouse, the latter being still tn fire,
waereihey remained through the nk-h- t covered
with shower of spark from the burning build-in-

The fire department wad present but did nothing
to stop tbe conflagration.
