The ap
pointment cl Father De Smet as Chaplain to
the Army in Oregon, however, is indicative of
a l change of policy and a determination
to rely upon the olive branch as well as the
sword. The St. Louis Democrat states that the

his counsels. The Government has, therefore,
consuiu-- its own interest in his appointment to
the chaplaincy of the Oregon nimy. If he shall
not be able to array these at-- other tribes on the
side of the authorities, he will at least secure
their neutrality. As we have observed, he is
known among all the Indian nations in the ter-- r

tories of the United Stales as the Big Black
Gown; and from the nauks of the Kio Grande
to the banks of th Columbia, that title is recog-
nized He will then-for- le able to render im-

portant services in the pending eampaigu. The
subjugation, and not the extermination of the
Indians is, it is to be presumed, the policy of
the Government, and Father Dj Sinet will be
an efiicient agent to carry ou: that plan.

t was projected. Ail the crew acceded to the
proposition. Instead of proceedinir to St.
Thomas, for which port she had shipped, the
Echo shaped ber course fur the Coast of Africa.
When she reached Congo river she landed two
&laniards, the siave agents who went to look
after tba cargo.and the Echo proceeded to an is
land on toe cjast tor water and fresh provisions.
They were chased from the island by a French
one ot war, from which they escaped in a fop,

Returning thence to the coast, thev took
470 slaves ou board, 160 of whom died on the
passage.

Lapt. jlaiut states that although presenting a
sad spectacle, the condition of the Echo and
slaves was much better than that of most slav
ers and cargoes. Cipt Townsend states that
they had been allowed extra rations to improve
their appearance and enhance their value in
market. They were the captives of warlike
uiucs, nrougi.t to the coast and placed in barra-
coons w rule awaitinf the arrival of the slave
ship they were fed on roots and esculent and
scanily fed at that, and their cl-- se confinement
was fcruble. On the Echo, Cant. Townsend
states they were fed on rice, beans, slivers ol
pork, and a quart of water, and a small ouan
uty of whisky each day. Tobacco was" .also
given them, and they were exceedingly fotd of
