At the time appointed for the
meeting, an audience was present, but Mrs
Hatch did not appear. Mr. UcFarlan, who has

rated from their husband and wives, or are liv
ing in extreme unhappiness. The list includes
most of the promineni speaking mediums of
the country. Some women hive abandoned
their husbands for other "affinities. " One
who has figured in the recent Free-Lov- Con
ventions is set down as having abandoned
wo husbands, both of whom are living; and

one woman traded husbands with a sister
spiritualist. The male medium are repre.
sented as of the same sort. A friend of
Mrs. Hatch, in whose house she had been visit- -

ing a good deal since the separation, represent
her as extremely afraid of the Doctor, and says
that upon one occasion, when he wa seen
coming from the house, she turned a pale as
death and trembled like an aspen leaf, and
begging the privilege of concealing herself hid
in a bedroom.

Hatch do not hesitate to express their convic
tion, very freely, that all the devil there is in the
matter belongs on the other aide of the house.
