The Long Tailed Comet of 1858.

The great Comet now visible to the naked

eye soon afur sunset in the northwestern region

of the heavens, was first discovered by Dr. Do-nat-i,

of Florence, on the 2d of June, and was firut

seen in this country on the 29ih of June by

Mr. Parkhurst, of New Jersey. The accounts

given by those learned in such matters differ

somewhat as to the statistics of the long tailed

stranger, which is supposed t a be the some time

expected Comet of Charles V. One account

puts its present distance at one hundred and

forty millions of miles, and states that it will

approach the earth within six millions of miles

Another that its distance from the earth at this
lime is eighty-seve- millions of miles, thit its

tail is at least six millions of miles in length,

and that its velocity, when at its perihelion, the

point nearest to the sun, will be about one hun-

dred and fify thousand miles an hour.

One account states that the Comet w ill reach

its perihelion the first week in October, and in

all probability will be a magnifieent sight; an-

other that it passed its perihelion on the 13th of

SepU'iiiVr. It is also suggested from the simi-

larity of ihe elements that the present Comet is

identical with Ihe comet of 17G4, whose period

is about thirty-on- e years. The comet known

as the comet of Charles V. was described by

Paul Fabricus as a "great and brilliant star,"
half as larjje as the moon, with a tail resembling

the flame of a torch agitated by the wind."

Wc are told that during the first week of Oc-

tober the Comet will be of the most striking

brightness, possibly the largest of the century,
and at that time will be seen near Arcturas,

perhaps even surpassing that brilliaut star in

splendor. At the morning hour the Comet is
visible, about 4 A. M., the heavens piesent a

magnificent aspect. All the winter eonstella

tjoiis are to be seen. Orion, laaras, Gemini,
Sirius and Procvon, are revealed in all their
splenJor. Jup'fc-- r and Saturn are also visible.

The sight is worth an early riling at least, and

the show is free to all but the slothful.
