WasTMiasTEa Cbi kcb. The new church at
the comer of Prospect and Huntington streets
has been completed, and ia one of the most ele-

gant buildings of iu kind in the city. The ex
treme depth of the building ia ninety-fou- r feet ;

the width of the trancept is sixty-fo- feet, and
the width of the body of the church forty-fo-

feet. The height of the interior from the floor
to the center of the ceiling is thirty three feet
The order of the architecture of the building ia

Gothic though the arches of the doors and
windowa of the front are after the Roman order,
and the cornices are bracketed. There are
twenty-on- e windowa set with beautifully stain-
ed glass. In the body of the chuich are one
hand red and twenty pews, affording accommo
dation for about aeren hundred persons, which
is as many aa can be seated in St. Paul's Church.
The ceilings are arched, and ornamented with
molded beams, pendants and corbies and the
walls are handsomely frescoed. There are six-

teen rentilators in the eeilings, which, if we are
correctly informed, is ten more than are contain-

ed in any other church in tha city. The design
of the pulpit ia a perfect gem in iu way of
walnut richly paiuted in imitation of rosewood.
The carpets upon the floors are of deep red ma
terial with black figures. The seats are peculi
arly comfortable, and are painted in imitation of
oak. Their curved backs add material'y to
one's ease in silting. Three chandeliers with
an aggregate of forty --two burners, and unusu-
ally chaste and beautiful in design and appear
ance, are suspended at equal distances. The
grounds surrounding the church are very ele-

gantly laid out; and the whole is enclosed in a
nejt paling fence. This church building lias
attracted much attention both at home and
abroad, and will uudoubtly become a favorite
model.

The Farewell services in the morning yeter--

day at tha old Bound Church were largely at-

tended, and were very impressive.
In the afternoon, long before the hour of com

mencement of the services the doors were filled
with the pissing crowd, who were anxious to
procure seats, and still they came" until not
only the seats, but the aisles, pulpit stairs, and
every inch of standing room was occupied.

BURNING STEAMER.

Capt Shaw, of the bark Arabian, which arrived
this morning, reports that at 7 o'clock on the mor-
ning of the 15th mat., he ft U in with an iron screw
steamer on fire, apparently of 1 ,200 tons, bhe bad
a gill erowa eagie head, and a straight steam bead
raked well forward, and ber bottom was paiuted
red.

The funnel was lying on the starboard side, but its
color could not be told.
