The Blazing Comet—Telescopic View
To the naked eye the great Comet of 1858 is

now an attractive sight, and it will continue to

be for some time yet. Professor MiTCHEiL,the

savan of the Cincinnati Observatory, has favored

the public with a description as examined by

the aids of science. Since first discovered in

Italy, about four months since, he says "it has

been steadily approaching the earth, and in a

direction so nearly coincident with the visual

ray, that but for the reliable computations of

astronomers, might well excite anticioationt of

tome fearful collision with our own planet
Indeed, throughout the present month it seems

to be plunging downward so exactly toward the

earth that it scarcely changed its place among

the fixed stars by a quantity larger than two or
three times the apparent diameter of the
moon."

Prof. M. states that the Comet will reach its
nearest approach to the sun in a few days, and

that its brilliancy will increase rapidly up to the
elose of the first week in October, when it will

put in its most splendid appearance, and will
then rival in grandeur the famous comet of
Hallev, at its Us: return in 1836. The comet
will soon commence to change its direction, at
first s'owly, afterward more rapidly, as seen

from the eirth, wheu sweeping swiftly round

the tun it will regain those distant regions of

space whfr.-'.- a vjst proportion of its orbit lies

far beyoud the icach of telescopic vision.

On the evening ot the S5lo of September the
appearance of the comet in the geat refractor
of the Cincinnati uoservatory, was especially
interesting. The central portion or nucleus,
was examined with powers varying from one
hundred to five hundred, without presenting
evidence of a well-dtnn- plane'ery disc
It was a brilliant glow of light, darting and
flashing forward in the direction ol toe motion
toward the sun, and leaving the region behind
in comparative obscurity. iut tne most won
derful physical feature presented was a portion
of a nearly circular, nebulous ring, with its vor
tex UirCCieU lOWSnj U1C UU, LUC UIIUIUULiCIU
being in the center, while the impertect ring
swept more than bait way round tne luminous
center. This neubuloos ring resembled those
which sometimes escape Irom a steam pipe, and
did not exhibit the appearance which oubt to be
presented by a hollow hemispherical envelop ot
nebulous matter, mere was an eviceut coocen.
tratiou of light in the central portions ol U c ring,
while, in the case of a hollow envelop, the bright
est portion should be at the outer edge. By

measurement the distance from the
central point to the circumference of the ring was
found to be about 9,000 miles. Ibis would
give a diameter of eighteen thousand miles, in
case the ring was entire. Similar measure-
ments, made on the evening of the 26th of Sep-
tember, indicated a decided increase in the rad-

ius of the ring which was now not less than
twelve thousand miles in length. On the same
evening I noticed the fact that the luminous en-

velop did not blend itselt into the head portion
the tail, out appeared somewhat to penetrate

into this nebulous mass, especially on the up-

per part, presenting the appearance of about "00
degrees of a spiral. The tail on the 25 :h was
decidedly brighter and better defined on the up-

per than on the lower portion, while on the
evening of the 26th there was a much nearer
approach to equality in brightness, especially
near the head of the comet Through the tel-

escope, and near the bead, the tail presented
appearance of a hollow nebulont envelop,

under the form of a para haloid of revolution,
edges being brightest and well defined,

while there was a maniiest fading away ol light
toward the central region. Through the vast
depth of nebulous matter composing this won-
derful appendage the faintest telescopic stars
shone with undimisbed brightness.

Xo one can gaze on this gigantic object, in
its misty splec-lor- without s deep impres-

sion that the eye is resting on a mass of nebu-
lous matter, recisely such as the nebular

of La Place supposes to have been the pri-

mordial condition of oor sun and all its attendant
planets, and from whicn chaotic condition this
beautiful system of revolving worlds has been
evoked by the action of a tingle law.

The only comet which has presented an ap-

pearance resembling the one now visible, is the
known as Hal ley's Comet as seen by Sir

Win. Herschel, and others in its return in 1836.
There it this marked difference between the
two: That while the envelop of Hal ley a Comet

The Dred Scott Decision, and the English
Bill ought to crush out of power and existence
any Administration and any party. According
to the doctrine of Gen. Jaekon, in bis Bank
Veto Message, of July 10, 1832, Congress is
not bound by the decision of the Supreme
Court on a qucsti n of Constitutional Law.
Gen. Jackson said :

"The opinion of the Supreme Court
ought not to control the authorities
of this Government The Congress, the Ex
ecutive, and the Court, must each for itself be
guided by its own opinioo of the Constitution.
Each public ollker, who takes an oath to sup-
port the Constitution, swears that he will sup-
port it as be understands it and not as is under-
stood by others It is as much the duty of the
House of Representatives, of the Senate, and of
the President, to decide upon the Constitution
ality of any bill or resolution which may be
presented to theui for passage, or approval, as
it it is of the Supreme Judges when it may be
brought before tUetn fjr judicial decUion. The
opinion of the judges has no more authority
over Congress, man the opinions of Congress
over the judges ; and on that point the Presi-
dent ia indeiendent of both. The authority of
the Supreme Court must nor, tliererore, be per-
mitted to control the Congress or the Execu-
tive, when acting in their legislative capacities,
bat to have only such influence as the force of
their reasoning may deserve."

It the ahove doctrine of Gen. Jackson is good
law, then Congress and every officer of the law
has good ressoi to reject tne Dred Scutt deci-

sion, if it is only to stand upon the "force of
reason." I do not know what the democrats of
1458 will say to this Democratic doctrine of
1832 ! They may apply to it, the universal
law of change. But however opinion and men
change principle does doc change it
eternal.
