The following recipe for preserving grapes in

their natural state, clipped from tbe Sew York
Trtomee, will be of interest to those of our read
er who desire to keep this delicious fruit for
winter nse : "There are three easy ways that
will serve the purpose in some degree that is,
it will preserve them some weeks into the win-

ter, in a tolerable state of freshness. Tbe first
is to hang op tbe bunches seperately by the
steins, in a dry room, just cool enough to pre-
serve fruit from freezing. The next is to pack
the bunches, ea:h seperately, in absolutely dry
sawdust of some sweet wood, in layers, in a
box or cask. Tbe other is to pack the bunches
seperately between layers of clean cotton fibre
or batting. In each case the fruit should be
kept in a cool, dry room, and when packed in
cotton, the room may be so cold that it would
freeze water, and not injure tbc grapes. Care
mnit be taken that the fruit is dry and clean,
and that there are no decayed, mashed or im-

perfect grapes on the bunches. Every family
having an abundance of ripe grape, can and
should try the experiment of putting up some
far use in early winter. We have tasted them
v,ry good in March."
