Taking the Bull by the Uoens. Yester
day afternoon while upon the docks we were
witness to a little scene not in the bonks'
waicn amused ns some, u not more, i wo cows

of the masculine gender were being landed from
a Propeller that had just arrived, and two men
were leading them away by means of cords fas
tened to the horns of the f animules.n One of
these attendants waa an old man, who walked
along with his charge in a very proper manner,
the animal evidently liking the old man's quiet
confidence in his ability to keep him in check,
and so " behaved not unseemly.''

Sassatb School Union Conceit Tha spa
cious basement of the Second Presbyterian
Church was last night 61led to overflowing with
children and adults, gathered to attend to the
exercises of the evening. After singing and
reading of the Scriptures by Rev. Mr. Hoyt who
presided, T. P. Handy, Esq., adJressed the
children on the aighta and sounds he had met
with in his voyage across the ocean, and during
his stay in Europe. He gave a most interesting
account of the passage, of their daily routine--,

and of the occasional items of special interest.
among which was the running of the vessel into
a small fishing vessel on the Banks of New
Foundland, and the picking up of seventeen
persons who belonged to the sunken vessel.
They were Frenchmen and not only were they
convey ed to England free of charge, but a purse
of about $1,000 was raised and presented to
them.

Mr. Handy spoke of the voyage, and of the
gladness with which they welcomed the sight
uf Ireland's shores ; of the cities of Dublin,
Liverpool and London ; of the Sabbath Schools
in Dublin, where out of 250,000 inhabitants,
only 55,000 are Protestants; of (he ragged
schools ot London, which arc supported by the
great and wealthy, and where thousands uf poor
children are brought in to be washed, fed, and
taught; of the various interesting localities
about London, among which were Smithfield
Hill- - where John Rogers was burnt, the Prison
where the Martvrs were confined, and the place
where Robert Raikes established the first Sun
day School in England ; of the wild scenery of
Scotland, and the provisions made there in the
small poor huts, for Sunday Schools; and of Paris
where the 'Sabbath' was like three or four Fourth
of Julys put together, with no Bibles no Schools
and no God. His narration carried the minds
of the audience along with him through all the
scenes which he described, and all regretted
that time forbade a longer address. He closed
by urging upon the children the importance of
attending to the little seeds of truth, which,
implanted n their hearts and rightly cherished
would grow up like the mammoth oak he saw in
the London Crystal Palace, which was large
enough for s team of two horses and a wagon
to be driven into it, turned around and driven
out again.

Rev. Mr. Dyer, of Indianapolis, that model
City of Sabbath Schools, made a very interest-
ing five minutes address, and after a touching

prayer by Rev. Mr. Brown, the meeting closed
with singing, and the benediction.
