are a yet incnmplete. The couipaiiy.
however, are rapidly tiling up every denciency
in the war of men and mule. Mr. Hilton
think that the trip will be made inside of twen-

ty davs, with great ease, when onee the compa-

ny gets everything fairly under way. He con-

siders the route decidedly favorable, and in all
respects safe and pleasant.

Some of the stations are sixty-fiv- e miles apart;
but most of them are from eiht to ten mile.
On the plains the corrals are either of logs or
stone, and occupied, some by a dozen men and
some by no more than four or five. The stage
was detained fourteen Hours tiy a tana norm in
the California Desert, and two day by reason
of high water in Kern River, at the point of

The Late Kidnapping Case in Indiana-- A Series

of Outrageous Proceedings.
We copy from the New Albany Tribune of

October 22d, the particular of the kidnapping

of Horace Bell, a citizen of Indiana by a Louis

ville posse, and the aerie of outrage preceding

it No wonder hot blood was made hotter by

the outrageou ad, and that the citizen of

New Albany have.taken steps to rescue the man

kidnapped in the public street in broad day. A

despatch, dated the afternoon of the 26tb, states

that a party of Indianians bad chartered the

ferry boat Adelaide, and started for BrandVn- -

ourg to rescue Bell. They were heavily armed

and full of fight. We have no account ol tne

result of the expedition.

The Louisville Journal and Louisville Demo-

crat coudemn the outrage, and ay that it i an

insult to the laws of Indiana which is loudly

condemned by the people of that eity. Still a

band of armed men hastened to Brandenburg to

aid in repelling the Indianans, and bloody work

is anticipatsd. The Tribune says :

On Saturday afternoon, while nearly all our
citizens were out at the Fair grounds, some five
or six rufiians from Louisville, professing to be

long to the police of that city, made a descent
upon our plaee and kidnapped Capt. Horace
Bell, of Harrison county, Indiana, and by force
of arms carried him into Kentucky, without any
authority of law whatever. That our reader
may better understand the nature of this out-

rage, and what led to it, we will briefly recapi-

tulate some circumstance that preceded it :

About a 5 ear since, an old man by the name
of Bell, together with one of hia sons, residing
in Harrison county, nearly opposite Branden-
burg. Kentucky, were kidnapped and carried
into Kentucky on suspicion of secreting runa-

way slaves. There was uo positive evidence
going to implicate the Bells in anything of the
sort, the information being given by a miscre-

ant, w ho ha several indictment for perjury
hanging over him. However, the mere n

was sufficient to put the chivalry of Ken-

tucky in motion. Accordingly a gang of ruf-

iians from Brandenburg, came over in the night
time, armed w ith pistols, bowie knives and other
weapons, but no warrant of law, and seized the
Belis, the older one being seventy year of age.
While a portion of the chivalrous Kentuckians
were engaged in securing the old man and his
sou, another portion of them stood guard over
the old woman and a little girl, who were the
inmates of the house, besides the two kidnapped
BelU.

'I nese gallant gentlemen stood over the lady
with drawn weapons, threatening to blow out
her brains if she made any resistance, anJ yet she
was too siek at the time to get out of bed. The
Bells were hurried over the river and lodged in
the Brandenburg jail, and there confined and
guarded, as criminals of the darkest dye. for more
thau nine months. The friends of Bell, from
this side of the river, endeavored to have his trial
brought on, but this di.l not suit the convenience
of those who were prosecuting ; they were not
ready. An attempt was made to have them ad-

mitted to bail, but the Judge, in his wis Join, saw
proper to fix the amount at $10,000 for (he two
an amount so excessive that they could not give
it. Col. Marsh, of Harrison county, who had in-

terested himself actively to procure the neces-
sary bail, w as shot down in the streets of Bran-

denburg, and his murderer was allowed to
make his escape, no doubt with the aid and con-
nivance of the citizen of Bradenburg. Thi
had the effect to intimidate others from making
similar attempts to serve the prisoners, and they
had a cheerless prospect before them, although
guilty of no ollense against the laws of Ken-

tucky, or of the Union.
lu the meantime Capt Horace Bell, and bis

brother John, who were residing in California,
hearing of the condition of affairs, determined
to return home to Indiana and release their
father, or perish in the attempt, it was a no-

ble and filial duty they undertook to perform,
and most gallantly did they perform it. All
honor to them for the deed. They could have
gathered around them a regiment of gallant

who, if need be, would not have left
one stone upon another of the Brandenburg
jail. But they chose rather to undertake the
woik of deliverance themselves, and not impli-
cate others in the matter. Accordingly they
went over to Brandenburg in a skiff, in broad
day went quietly and unostentatiously to the
prison wai admitted to see their father aud
brother, aud iu a very few ruinate the whoie
four were on their way to the river, without
any particular violence being offered to any one.
except the little wholesome restraint imposed
upon the lady who bad the jail in charge.

They were soon in their skiff aud row iug for
the Indiana shore Belore reaching midway of
the Ohio, the whole population of tirandenburg
seemed to be in motion, and rushing down to
the beach. Capt. Bell arose to his feet and
gracefully saluted them with a wave of Ms hat.
Those on shore toon opened upon him a furiou
tire of p slots, shot guns, muskets, &c. Thi
was a compliment w hi-- b the Captain well knew
how to return with interest, and he opened up-
on them with his Derringer pistol a six shoot-

er, that will kill a man at half a mile distance,
as easy as at ten pace. This had the effect to
disperse t'le crowd, most of whom took shelter
in a blacksmith shop, the doors of which were
pretty thoroughly riddled by the discharges
from the skiff. And thus ended the second
scene in the drama.

Wbeatber the Bell were ever indicted for
this summary jail delivery at Brandenburg, we
are not advised ; but whether they were or not,
this kidnapping of Capt. Bell was none the less
unlawful, outrageous and cowardly. We un-

derstand, however, that a pony purse was rais-

ed by the high spirited chivalry of Brandcnborg,
and a reward was offered for the delivery of
Capt. Bell to the public authorities of that
county. What they propose to do with hun
after they get him, we are at a loss to conjec-

ture. He violated no law, either human or
divine. He simply observed the scriptural in
junction, to " open the prison doors and let Ihe
prisoners go free. ne nroxe open no doors,
be forced no locks. What he had to do he
did quietly and iu order, and then with com-

mendable brevity took his leave. And now
when they get him w ittnn their clutches, we are
much mistaken if they don't find themselves
somewhat in the condition of the man who won
the elephant in a raffle they won't know what
to do with him, unless they glut their vengeance
by hanging him upon some tree in the neighbor-

hood and this it has been shrewdly hinted they
propose to do.

Uut thi wa no concern oi lue uiooouuudcs
who kidnapped bim on Saturday. It wa tie
reward the money that exited their nnaanc- -

tified cupidity, and impelled them onward to
to do the deed. What cared they about vindi
eating the violated honor of the Commonwealth

with them the love of money waa the gov-

erning principle.

seen prowling around for a day or two, doubt-

less with a view of calhing Capt. Bell off bis
iruard, when every body should be ont at the
Fair, and no one pre t to i flora relief. 1 ney
knew full well that usville couldn't muster
tMilieemen enough to take him, under ordinary
circumstances, without a legal warrant for his
arrest Hence .coward like, tney watched tne:r
opportunity to spring upon him when ihns

Even had he beenwere none to resist then,
aware of their design, he would have render-

ed a fearful account of more than half their
number before they could have captured hun.

It may be asked why Capt. Bell did not
keep himself out of harm' way, knowing a
he did, that a reward wa offered for him !

1 his is soon explained. He had an appoint
ment to meet his sister in Louisville, and he
could not forego the pleasure of seeing her from
the fear of any consequences personal to nun-sel- f.

After seeing his sister, he accompan-

ied her and his mother (who ia temporarily
staying with her daughter) to the ferry boat for
the purpose of sending them back to Louisville.
He then n turned to Main street; and was hur-

rying down the same to get aboard the stage for
Corydon, when these Louisville eovies sprang
from their hiding place and pinioned him before
he wa aware of their presence. At the same
tme they disarmed him, and hurried him rap-

idly to the ferry-bo- announcing as they went
U the few who had been attracted by the out-

rage, and who had unfortunately knew nothing
of Mr. Bell, that he had been guilty of moul
murder, and they were arresting him for that

In the meantime the boat had been kept in
waiting for the kidnappers and their victim,
and so soon a they could hurry on board, she
east off the cable and left, although repeatedly
warned by two of onr most respectable citizen
and one of onr City Council, not to do so. At
the same time the mother and sister of Capt B.
wbo were on the boat implored with earnest
cries and tear tlat the boat should not be
pushed off. But the officer of the boat were
obdurate. This ferry-boa- t, be it remembered,
belong to Mr. Dock wall, of Louisville, and

thi heartless conduct on the pert of his employ-

ees, we hope will be remembered by our citi
zen.

On our return from the Fair Ground, about
undown, a note was put in onr hand from

Captain Bell, Mating the circumstance of his
abduction, and requesting us to see if some-

thing rcnld'nt be done for him. A a matter of
course, we supposed the kidnappers would hur-

ry him off to Brandenburg, in order to obtain
fneir reward, and we were in doubt a to what
waa best to be done. Shortly after nightfall
we sent a dispatch to the jailor of Louisville,
inquiring whether Horace Bell had been lodged
in hi custody, and after ome considerable
delay received an answer that he wa then in
jail. Shortly afterward, (about 9 o'clock, tnree
of our citizens, as a sell constnuiea commute,
proceeded to Louisville to employ counsel, and

procure the release of the prisoner on a writ of
habeas corpus.

But unfortunately they did not procure the Y:a
writ until near midnight. In the meantime the
parties got wiud of w hat wa going on, and a
few minutes before the writ was served upon
the jailer by N. Wolfe, Esq , Mr. Bell wa re-

moved from the jail, strongly handcuffed, and
withont a hat, hurried off in a hack to parts
unknown
