The Railway.

Paiuesville Telegraph, in noticing oar remarks of
last Tuesday upon the snbstitution of a through ac-

commodation train in place of the Couneaut, sagely
says:

"It does happen, however, that the statement that
this train did cot more than half pay its own ex-

penses is all fustian. At the last regular meeting
of the company, it was demonstrated that the train
had made in the four years it had been running,
$20,000. So much for so much."

Very well. Xow let us show a few figures takeu
from the books of the company, and which will not,
we presume be disputed. But first let the Tele.
graph bear in mind that this statement of the earn
ings of the road which it quotes, was made at the
meeting last July, and we wish to show the amount
of business done at the present time over it. The
number of miles run by the train during the year
was 42,411. One dollar per mile is the general es-

timate upon roads throughout the country, as the
expenses of a train. This, however, being a licbt
train, we will put the expense per mile at seventy
cents, which will make the yearly expense about
$30,000. The receipts of the road for the same
time were $20,774 02, or a deficit of about $10,000

for that year. If, at this rate the train would
"make 820,000 in four years," it must be by tome
mysterious agency onknown to the stockholders.
Xow by accommodating all this local traffic by a
through train, it will cost but about 3,000 per
year, showing a gain to the company of about
$27,000 by the change. Again it is not the gain or
loss of in past four years that we speak of now,
but whst it is or has been paying for months. The
local trade is much smaller than it was three or
four years ago. Various causes have operated to
produce this falling off ; the hard times; the fact
taat where country merchants once came person-

ally t the city to buyall goods, they now order,by
mail or telegraph ; and the growing importance of
the Tillages along the road; these causes and others
operate to reduce the local traffic. The accommo-

dation trains aie decreasing in business throughout
the country, and we are glad to see the substitution
on this road of a through train for the CoDneaut.

This establishment situated at the month of Wal-

worth Run. covers, including buildings and yards,
an area of about three acres. There are seven
yards, capable of accommodating 500 bead of cat-

tle and 4,000 hogs.
The capacity of the establishment when in full

opetation, is 300 head of cattle and 1500 hogs
duily. The force'cmployed is now actively engag-

ed in filling the contract of Mr. Standart, for the
supply of beef to the English navy. The animals
used are larger ard finer than the usual average
and are packed with more care.

The various departments of these works are so

arranged that no carriage is necessary. The ani-

mal makes his reluctant debut at one end of the buil-

dings fromthe yards,and after passing the successive
gangs of skilled killers, skinners, dressers, cutters
and packers, emerges fiom the other end, in the
shape of No. 1 beef or pork.

There is attached to the works, a rendering
house, provided with a large number of mammoth
tanks, where the lard and tallow arc rendered by
means of steam. In rendering tallow the offal and
all refuse parts of the beef are thrown into the
tanks, and after passing through the straining pro-

cess a fine article of Xo. 1 tallow is drained off.

Lard is rendered in a similar manner.
In the buildiug is a power engine which forces

water to all parts of the building where it is need-

ed, and supplies the tanks or tubs where the scald-

ing is done.
That nothing might be lacking in the arrange-

ment of the business, a steam lighter has been built
expressly for the carrying trade of the establish-

ment.
The whole of the works are admirably arranged

with a view to secure despatch and economy of la-

bor. So much work is now crowded upon the
proprietors that enough workmen cannot be obtain-

ed and those employed are obliged to work extra
hours, and with extra dilligence. Messrs. Scholl
& Scovilledo a commission business almost exclu-

sively; and have an abundance of orders.
